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SUMMARY

Bilokopytov V. Forums of higher education quality assurance as a unique platform for
cooperation at European level.

As the voice of Europe’s universities EUA supports and takes forward the interests of
individual institutions and the higher education sector as a whole.

The major objectives of the 1st Forum were: to promote a sound approach to quality
assurance by encouraging internal quality developments in higher educational
establishments and an appropriate balance between the implementation of the required
tools to assure quality and the need to foster creativity in research and education; to foster
research focused on quality assurance.

The focus of the 2nd Forum was on perspectives and frameworks for action and the
exchange of examples of how to undertake evaluations.

The specific objectives of the 3rd Forum were: to gain an understanding of how higher
education institutions and quality assurance agencies are responding to new forms of
accountability; to analyze whether these new forms of accountability have the desired
impact on quality levels and to examine their unintended consequences

The main goal of the 4th Forum was to provide a discussion forum centered on how
current internal and external quality assurance approaches take account of institutional
diversity and support creativity and innovative practices in higher education.

The main purpose of the 5th Forum was to foster a dialogue on quality assurance that
bridges national boundaries and leads to a truly European discussion on quality assurance in
higher education, and to create a common European understanding of quality assurance
through a dialogue among different stakeholder groups.

The 2011 Forum combined practice-oriented discussions that took place in the paper
sessions and workshops with presentations of current policy developments in QA.

The 7th Forum explored the impact of external and internal quality assurance on
higher education policies and institutional realities

The 8th Forum explored how both individuals and organizations could better
understand the role that quality assurance can play in their daily lives, get engaged and work
together to take quality forward.

The 9th Forum combined practice-oriented or research-based discussions that took
place in the paper sessions and workshops with presentations of current developments in
quality assurance.

SUMMARY

Boichenko M. Activities of international organizations in the sphere of gifted and
talented education.

The article reflects target priorities, content and procedural aspects of activities of
international organizations in the sphere of gifted and talented education. It is proved that
discussed in the article international organizations are innovative educational networks, as
they are characterized by a complex branched structure of the partnership. It is found out
that these organizations have the common mission of developing the potential of gifted and
talented children through the organization of cooperation of all stakeholders — teachers,
parents, scientists, community, education policy makers and actually gifted individuals.

The mission is being implemented in the number of tasks, namely: ensuring exchange
of information, progressive ideas and experience through international conferences (annual
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or biannual depending on the organization); creation of an atmosphere of acceptance and
recognition of gifted and talented children with different levels of training in any country;
support and dissemination of the research on the nature of giftedness, talents, creativity, and
the education of gifted and talented children and their teachers; providing opportunities for
professional development of teachers working with gifted children of different ages;
establishing and support a national education networks in education of gifted and talented
children in the countries; support of international programs for gifted children; promoting
training for parents and families raising gifted children to achieve full potential of each child.

It was determined that the most common forms of exchange of experience are regular
international, national and regional conferences (e.g. WCGTC World Conference, International
ECHA Conference), which also include the involvement of all actors in the process, as well as
publishing specialized research journals on education of the gifted and talented.

Considering the fact that all of the organizations are focusing on the professional
development of teachers as the main agents of change the prospect of further research could
be the internationalization of professional development programs for teachers working with
gifted and talented students.
