For a system of tourist and local history of its continuous development is important,
qualitative and quantitative improvement, it is not something given once and for all, one-
dimensional, this forward movement, constant updating.

Among the most important forms of sports and health tourism in universities may be
distinguished: hiking, walks, tours, expeditions, gatherings, competitions. It is this series is
the core content of local history tourist activity in higher education. Of particular importance
sports tourism has for the hardening of the body, raising such important qualities as
endurance, and forming the necessary life skills and motor skills.

The analysis of the study of the physical condition of students has showed that the
use of elements of sport tourism in physical education students has healing effect. The study
has found that using the elements of sports tourism in physical education of the students
improved performance in body weight, slightly improved blood pressure, improved average
heart rate, and improved performance of students.

SUMMARY
Cherkashina J. The investigation of the influence of pedagogical conditions for
training of foreign students to the study of professionally oriented disciplines in higher
education institution.
The article deals with the pedagogical conditions of foreign students’ training for the
study of professionally oriented disciplines, the examples of educational technologies are
under analysis. The foreign students’ availability to the study of professionally oriented
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disciplines in the universities of pharmaceutical profile is defined more exactly.

As the research progressed, the pedagogical conditions of foreign students’ training
for the study of professionally oriented disciplines were justified, defined and implemented,
including: the training of the teachers for the introduction of innovative teaching
technologies; adaptation of foreign citizens in a new socio-cultural environment;
implementation of educational technologies in teaching of foreign students at preparatory
departments of pharmaceutical and medical profile.

The study has been conducted at the National University of Pharmacy (Kharkiv), where
the experimental work on the preparation of foreign students to the study of professionally
oriented disciplines at the stage of pre-university training was implemented. Therefore, 137
students of preparatory departments and 58 teachers of preparatory departments of
pharmaceutical and medical higher education institutions were involved in a pilot research
project.

In the process of research the components of training the foreign students at a stage
of preliminary preparation for the further study in higher educational medical or
pharmaceutical institutions have been distinguished such as: the motivational and
approximate component, the informational and procedural component, effective constituent.

The investigation has cleared up that the implementation of the pedagogical
conditions in the process of training the foreign students of the preparatory faculty affects
the subsequent choice of institution and specialty; indicates the availability for pre-study of
professionally oriented disciplines in the pharmaceutical university.

Thus, the results of pedagogical research indicate significant positive changes in the
levels of readiness foreign students’ preparatory faculty for further education in universities
and study professionally oriented disciplines.
