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ABSTRACT

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The contents of the abstract

In the dissertation research, the problem of forming basic school students’
aesthetic culture by means of musical folklore is revealed, the appropriate
methodology is developed, theoretically substantiated and experimentally verified.

The state of development of the problem of forming basic school students’
aesthetic culture in the scientific-pedagogical literature is characterized, its essence
and structure are revealed. The evolutionary path of the concept of “culture” is
traced, which was marked by the diversification and clarification of its definitions.
It is found that the aesthetic culture of an individual is a holistic system that includes
a number of components, namely: aesthetic values that are formed during training,

upbringing and development of an individual; aesthetic needs and attitudes that are
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the basis for the formation of values; purposeful activity and creativity (assimilation
of existing and production of new aesthetic values in various types of human activity,
including artistic ones); a favorable educational environment for the immersion of
the student in the “world of aesthetics”. Scientists see the essence of the general
aesthetic culture of an individual in the set of elements of all spheres of the
personality development: mental (intellectual), physical, moral, labor, acting at the
same time as a means that unites and harmonizes them. In the phenomenon of
aesthetic culture, a distinction is made between the aesthetic culture of society and
the aesthetic culture of an individual, which are characterized by the degree of
assimilation of aesthetic values.

Within the characterization of the structure of the basic school students’
aesthetic culture, the essential features of its components are highlighted: aesthetic
perception, aesthetic feeling, aesthetic need, aesthetic consciousness, aesthetic
judgment, aesthetic evaluation, aesthetic taste, aesthetic behavior, aesthetic
experience, etc.

The potential of musical folklore tools for the formation of the aesthetic
culture of the basic school students has been determined. It is established that the
study of historical information and familiarization with the best examples of musical
folklore of the peoples of the world contributes to the improvement of all
components of aesthetic culture: aesthetic consciousness, aesthetic perception,
aesthetic feeling, aesthetic taste, ability to aesthetic appreciation, etc.

The scientific approaches and principles of forming the basic school students’
aesthetic culture by means of musical folklore are substantiated.

In the study, the problem of forming the aesthetic culture of basic school
students by means of musical folklore is considered on the basis of a personality-
centered, axiological, hermeneutic, activity and multicultural approaches, since it is
they, given the specifics of the phenomenon, that influence the dynamics of its
development in the process of professinal training.

The general didactic and specific principles of the basic school students’

aesthetic culture formation by means of musical folklore are characterized. Among
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the specific principles, the implementation of which ensures formation of the
aesthetic culture of the basic school students by means of musical folklore, the
following are highlighted: cultural and musicological orientation of the educational
process in the institution of general secondary education in art classes and in
extracurricular activities; continuity in the formation of the basic school students’
aesthetic culture during their studies in a general secondary education institution;
stimulation of one’s own aesthetic activity and independence in aesthetic
development; the significance of the aesthetic experience of the basic school
student’s personality; the unity of potential and actual in the development of the
aesthetic culture of basic school students.

The pedagogical conditions for the basic school students’ aesthetic culture
formation by means of musical folklore are substantiated: 1) stimulation of cognitive
interest in the musical folklore of the representatives of various nations as a means
of forming aesthetic culture; 2) creation of an environment in the educational
institution favorable for the development of the aesthetic culture of students of
general secondary education institutions; 3) development and application in art
lessons and in extracurricular activities of creative technologies for the formation of
the aesthetic culture of basic school students; 4) implementation of various forms of
individual creative work.

The methods of forming the aesthetic culture of basic school students are
outlined, with their division into three groups: motivational, cognitive, and
interactive, the use of which was determined by the specifics of a certain stage of
experimental research. The first stage was dominated by motivational teaching
methods focused on the development of interest and the need to study works of
musical art, in particular musical folklore, fostering a positive attitude towards
artistic activity (recognition, encouragement, persuasion, approval, stimulating
assessment, creating situations of success, etc.). The second stage was dominated by
cognitive teaching methods, focused on the development of analytical thinking, the
accumulation of knowledge in the field of musical folklore, the formation of the

ability to synthesize and summarize them (narration, discussion, conversation,
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explanation; commenting, the method of analyzing works of musical folklore, the
method of verbalizing the content of works of musical folklore, the method of logical
guess, etc.). Interactive methods aimed at forming the aesthetic culture of basic
school students were used during all stages of the research process, but dominated
at the third stage, as it was at this stage that students of general secondary education
institutions demonstrated better motivation and ability for creative activity. Such
methods include: educational discussions, “round tables”, “world café”,
commenting on video and audio material, creative improvisations, theatrical
performances, mini-projects, cases, quests, etc.

A method of forming the aesthetic culture of basic school students by means
of musical folklore has been developed. The criteria and indicators that corresponded
to each structural component were singled out. The motivational-axiological
component was evaluated using the motivational-personal criterion, which made it
possible to identify the students’ interest in studying the musical folklore of different
peoples and to realize its significance for the formation of the system of values and
beliefs. Indicators of the motivational-personal criterion were chosen: degree of
interest in studying the musical folklore of different peoples; degree of formation of
the personal qualities of basic school students. The cognitive-knowledge component
of the studied phenomenon indicated the relevant knowledge and cognitive skills of
primary school students, their ability to analyze and interpret works of musical
folklore. In order to evaluate the cognitive-knowledge component, a cognitive-
competence criterion with appropriate indicators was chosen, namely: the degree of
erudition in the field of musical folklore of different peoples and the development
of artistic and figurative thinking; measure of competence in the field of analysis
and interpretation of works of musical folklore; the degree of development of
aesthetic tastes and needs. The emotional-creative component of the formation of
the aesthetic culture of the basic school students was evaluated according to the
emotional-transformative criterion, the indicators of which were chosen: the
measure of creative activity of basic school students in art classes and extracurricular

activities; the degree of ability to emotional immersion in the world of musical art,
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primarily musical folklore, aesthetic empathy, aesthetic perception; degree of
development of creative abilities of schoolchildren.

In order to evaluate the indicators outlined above, such diagnostic tools as
pedagogical observation, expert evaluation, questionnaires, testing, diagnostic maps,
creative diagnostic tasks, surveys, etc., as well as mathematical statistics methods
for processing the information obtained during the experimental work, were used.

The analysis and generalization of the obtained results made it possible to
identify four levels of formation of the aesthetic culture of basic school students:
low, medium, sufficient and high. The results of the first diagnostic section within
the ascertainment experiment proved that the majority of basic school students
before the introduction of the developed author’s methodology were at the levels of
low and initial formation of aesthetic culture.

The results of the second, final diagnostic section, demonstrated significant
dynamics of changes in the levels of aesthetic culture formation of basic school
students, achieved through the implementation of the author’s methodology. In
particular, in the EG the number of schoolchildren who achieved a high level of
formation of aesthetic culture increased by 19.25 % (in CG - by 1.76 %), at the level
of sufficient formation there was an increase in the number of students in the EG by
21.78 % (in CG — by 3.69 %); at the level of low formation, the number of students
in EG decreased by 24.97 % (in CG — by 3.37 %); at the level of initial formation in
EG, a decrease by 16.05 % was found (in CG — by 1.66 %).

The statistical discrepancy between the indicators in the EG and CG was
proven using Fisher’s ¢* test, which confirmed the effectiveness of the proposed
experimental methodology.

The scientific novelty of the research results lies in the fact that, for the first
time in domestic pedagogical science, the aesthetic culture of basic school students
has been investigated as an integral educational and cultural phenomenon, in the
structure of which three components are distinguished (motivational-axiological,
cognitive-knowledge, emotional-creative); the methodology of forming the aesthetic

culture of basic school students by means of musical folklore is substantiated, which
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is based on: personality-centered, axiological, hermeneutic, activity and
multicultural scientific approaches, general didactic and specific principles (cultural
and musicological orientation of the educational process in the institution of general
secondary education in art classes and in extracurricular activities; continuity in the
formation of the aesthetic culture of basic school students during their studies in a
general secondary education institution; stimulation of one’s own aesthetic activity
and independence in aesthetic development; the significance of the aesthetic
experience of the personality of a basic school student; the unity of potential and
actual in the development of the aesthetic culture of basic school students) and
pedagogical conditions (stimulation of cognitive interest in the musical folklore of
representatives of various peoples as a means of forming aesthetic culture; creation
of an environment in the education institution favorable for the development of
aesthetic culture of students of general secondary education institutions;
development and application in art lessons and in extracurricular activities of
creative technologies for the formation of the aesthetic culture of basic school
students; implementation of various forms of individual creative work).

The essence of the concept of “aesthetic culture” and the characteristics of its
structural components are clarified; the method of teaching art in lessons and in
extracurricular activities of the general secondary education institution has been
improved.

Further development was given to the ideas of using the potential of musical
folklore in the development of the student’s personality, the content, forms and
methods of teaching and education by the means of musical folklore in the institution
of general secondary education in curricular and extracurricular activities.

The practical significance of the obtained research results lies in the
possibility of applying the provisions and conclusions of the dissertation to the
course on the methodology of teaching musical art. The developed methodology can
be applied in art classes in general secondary education institutions, in curricular and

extracurricular work with children and youth. The results of the research can be used

in the preparation of training programs and manuals for institutions of higher,
general secondary and out-of-school education.

The conducted research does not cover all aspects of the outlined problem.
We see the prospects for further scientific research in the adaptation of the developed
methodology for the formation of aesthetic culture for students of other age
categories and in other branches of art education.
