Football (or soccer) is played almost throughout the world. In the Ukraine it

is the most popular of all ball games. Amateur teams are organised at almost every
work place, department, house or street where there are eleven boys or more. The
game is played in streets, parks, playgrounds, etc. But this is not sport of course, this
is only play, or exercises in the game that has millions of supporters.

We have big league games which is real sport and second division games too.

The goalkeeper is the only player who has
the right to use his hands to touch, catch or hit the ball or to throw it out into the
field. The rest of the players are allowed to kick the ball or touch it with any part of

their bodies except their hands and arms. The players of each team pass the ball

The
game is played for 90 minutes, two halves of 45 minutes each with an interval of 10
minutes in-between. The team that scores the most goals is the winner. The game is

After this performance he is given the honourary name of "Young
Hawk".

All types of wrestling are sports of strength, agility and wit.

To be a good boxer and expect good results one must train regularly year in
and year out. His body must be perfectly developed internally as well as externally.
He must have the legs of a dancer, the body of an athlete and the head of a chess
player.

The boxing gloves in our country have a very fluffy padding which makes

knock-outs almost impossible. The boxers must think not only of hitting but of their



defence as well because score-points are given for blows received as for blows given,
point for point no matter of what force they are, and the one who scores the most
points wins the bout.

Weight-lifting is one of the best ways to build up a man's body. You will
