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higher military educational establishments are the following: high discipline, state of
being organized and pupils’ responsibility. Besides, at the lessons the relations between
pupils and a teacher, and among pupils themselves must be supported by following the
Statutes of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

The author’s view on the improvement of educational progress at the lessons in the
subject «Motherland Protection» has been revealed with the purpose of formation of
readiness of the youth to enrollment in the higher military educational establishments.
Specifically, for successful realization of educational and methodological tasks a teacher is
recommended to use the following types of lessons: lesson — announcement of new
knowledge, lesson — formation of skills (abilities), lesson — apply obtained knowledge and
skills, lesson — generalization and systematization of knowledge and skills, combined lesson.
Besides, it is necessary to implement information technologies and application of active
training methods. Such approach is to enhance the pupils’ interest to studying the theoretical
material, and also stimulate educational and cognitive activity of the youth at the lesson.

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SUMMARY

Fediy O. Methodological system of student demographic concepts’ formation as a
means of fundamentalization of knowledge about population.

One of the ways of economic and social geography is learning of population.
Demographic characteristics of the population s an important component of
school geography education. In the article the methodological approaches to the formation
of demographic concepts, the study of which contributes to the understanding of 9th and
10th grade pupils complete the demographic characteristics of the population of the country
and the world.

The population of the world, country or region in the courses of economic
and social geography for the 9th and the 10th grades is evaluated by the population size,
gender- and age-specific, domestic and marital structure, social status and employment,
quality of life and characteristics of marriage age, marriage serial number,
number of children in a family, age of women at birth of a child. Students of secondary
educational institutions should possess such general system of knowledge and links
among them. While studying the population of a country and the world during
geography lessons, the students’ knowledge develops through a process of thinking and
concepts formation.

The complexity of the concepts formation process and features of their adoption by
students lead to the necessity of consistent action application. On the basis of both research
conducted by psychologists and teachers, and study of the school practice experience in the
demographic concepts’ shaping, the importance of compliance with the sequence of the
following stages was proved. They are:

1. Defining the purpose and motivation of educational activity of students to master
concepts.

2. Organization of sensual-specific perception.

3. Organization of students’ thinking activity, which is aimed at selection of essential
features of demographic concepts.

4. Generalization and verbal definition.

5. Introduction of the concept in the system of geographical knowledge.

Logically interconnected system of concepts is the most concrete expression of the
increase of schooling scientific level. Systematization of demographic concepts allows
reaching a depth of knowledge in each course that explores the population. This is especially
important for students of 9th grade, because received knowledge will find continuation in the
10th grade at the time of studying complex demographic processes. Demographic concepts
should be introduced in logically sequential definitions, while evaluated and supported by
concrete examples. The sequence of their implementation during the learning process will
ease the perception of the material for students.
