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SUMMARY

Voroshchuk Oksana. Development of scientific and pedagogical schools in the field of
preschool education of Ukraine (second half of the XX century - beginning of the XXI century).

The article considers the development of scientific and pedagogical schools in the field of
preschool education in Ukraine in the second half of the twentieth century — the beginning of the
XXI century. The achievements of scientists at three stages of preschool education are described,
namely: the first stage — the emergence of research in the field of preschool pedagogy; the
second stage is the stage of further development and official recognition of the achievements of
scientific schools in the field of preschool education, which was marked by the diversification and
deepening of the topics of research problems; thethird stage — expanding the directions of
scientific and pedagogical research, meaningful enrichment of the field of scientific research,
transformation of one-level scientific schools into multilevel ones, creation of subsidiary scientific
schools. It is noted that the origins of scientific schools in the field of preschool education in
Ukraine began to form in the 60—70’s of the twentieth century. Scientific ideas of L. Artemova, A.
Bogush, Z. Borysova, E. Vilchkovsky, K. Shcherbakova became the basis for the development of
preschool education. It was found that their research helped educators in practical work,
contributed to the development of their professional skills, provided a methodological platform
for the development of scientific and pedagogical research and their full functioning. It is proved
that the second stage is intensification of scientific research in the field of teaching and education
of preschoolers, deepening the subjects of scientific research, clarification and development of
basic ideas of research programs by L. Artemov, A. Bogush, Z. Borisova, E. Vilchkovsky, K.
Shcherbakova. It is revealed that the third stage is characterized by the expansion of their
activities, increasing their number, intensive training of scientific and pedagogical staff,
expanding the geographical boundaries of schools in the field of preschool education, creating
new scientific schools by T. Ponimanska, N. Lysenko. It is proved that the research traditions laid
down in the second half of the 20th century served as the basis for the further development of
scientific schools in the field of preschool education; they identified the main trends in research in
the field of preschool pedagogy and individual methods of teaching preschool children.

SUMMARY

Korzh-Usenko Larysa, Sydorenko Olena. Historiography of the problem of higher
education development on the territory of Ukraine in the late XIX — early XX centuries.

The article presents generalization of the approaches of domestic and foreign
scientists to the study of the higher education history in Ukraine in the late XIX — early
XX century. The degree of scientific elaboration of the chosen problem is revealed, the least
researched aspects that require in-depth scientific reflection are outlined. The specifics of
imperial, Soviet, modern historiography are highlighted, the dynamics of historiographical
interpretations of the problem are presented.
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The peculiarities of Western historiography of higher education development on the
territory of Ukraine in the studied period, in comparison with the domestic one, are
determined according to a number of criteria: methodological (polyparadigmality), thematic
(breadth of problem-thematic range), stylistic (originality of the author’s style), evaluative
(lack of categorical conclusions), which are conditioned primarily by continuity of scientific
research freedom realization in Western Europe and America.

It is determined that Soviet science ignores the European and national discourses of
higher education development on the territory of Ukraine in the XIX — early XX centuries.
Instead, in the modern historiography, much attention is paid to the Ukrainian dimension of
educational phenomena, the state of higher education in Ukraine is compared with the
processes in the European and world educational space.

It is confirmed that under the influence of foreign historiography for Ukrainian science
at the beginning of the XXI century it is important to shift the emphasis from the study of
official documents and government policy in higher education, typical of imperial and Soviet
historiography, to the study of the possibilities of self-realization of intellectuals aimed at
reproducing the spiritual atmosphere of a certain era.

The study shows the specifics of generalizing, specialized and narrowly explored
works on the higher education development in Ukraine in the XIX — early XX century.

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DEVELOPMENT OF UKRAINIAN MEDICAL EDUCATION IN
THE 15TH — 17TH CENTURIES: REPRESENTATIVES AND EVENTS

The article focuses on prominent Ukrainian representatives and significant events of
the 15™ — 17" centuries, which influenced the development of domestic medical education.
Thus, Yurii Drohobych was a legendary representative of the 15" century both for Ukraine
and Europe. Moreover, we found out that, according to Yu. Drohobych, medical science and
education should be based on medical experience. Besides, in the late 1570s, the Ostroh
Academy was founded and opened with a hospital and a medical class on the territory of
modern Volhynia. Moreover, in 1593 the Zamoyski Academy was founded in Zamostia, which
aimed to be a powerful center of medical education, and an educational institution for the
inhabitants of the Ukrainian lands. Lviv residents S. Byrkovsky, M. Stefanides, Yan Ursyn and
others worked in the academy.

Introduction. Although almost two centuries passed after the Tatar-Mongol
invasion, the 15" century was utterly difficult for the Ukrainian people. There
were many rulers, a lack of territorial unity, moral and physical exhaustion. In this
regard, Ya. Isaievych noted that «the Galicia-Volhynia principality, bloodless in a
heavy struggle with the Tatar-Mongols, was captured by Poland, Transcarpathia
was ruled by the Kingdom of Hungary, Bukovyna belonged to the Moldavian
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
