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STUDY OF THE KUZEMIN FORTIFICATION OF THE BILSK SETTLEMENT USING LIDAR

Abstract

The article is devoted to the history of research and interpretation of the Kuzemynske
fortification of the Bilsk settlement. This part of the fortifications is located in the northeastern
part of the settlement and is the most affected by economic activity. The development of the
settlement and uncontrolled clay extraction near the ramparts distorted the surrounding
landscape so much that it is sometimes difficult to determine whether the researcher is looking at
the remains of quarry dumps or an archaeological site.

Kuzemynske fortification has a long history of research and its existence was not questioned
for almost a hundred years, until Poltava archaeologist P. Havrysh, a native of Bilsk village, drew
attention to it. He expressed doubts about its existence and published his findings in a professional
journal. This gave rise to a discussion about the existence of the Kuzemyn fortification, which
continues to this day. One of the problems that complicated the resolution of this scientific
discussion was the lack of a clear and understandable topographical plan of the northern part of
the Bilsk settlement. This was facilitated by the peculiarity of the site’s location on the territory of
two regions. The territory of the Poltava region was regularly surveyed by specialists of numerous
archaeological expeditions from Kyiv, Kharkiv, and Poltava, while the part of the territory of the
Sumy region remained unexplored for a long time.

In order to solve the problem of the presence of this defensive structure, in 2007 the staff of
the Bilsk Conservation Area conducted explorations in the north-eastern, Sumy, part of the Bilsk
settlement. As a result, they discovered a fragment of a rampart and a ditch, the direction of which
generally coincided with the drawings made by previous researchers, but there were no
archaeological finds that would allow for reliable dating of these defences. In 2014, a joint
expedition of the Institute of Archeology of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine (headed by
D. Hrechko) and the Bilsk Reserve, with the participation of students from Sumy Pedagogical
University, carried out a full section of the rampart and ditch. However, this result again did not
satisty P. Havrysh, who criticised the research methodology and interpretation of the results.

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To finally solve the problem, the essence of which lies in the subjective perception of a
topographically complex area, it is necessary to use methods and equipment that will allow solving
a set of tasks: to fix the passage of the line of the Kuzemin fortification in relation to the Great Wall
of the Bilsk settlement, as well as its connection with the surrounding relief. These issues can be
solved by using LIDAR surveying.

The article is devoted to the study of the history of saltpeter mining on the territory of the
Left Bank of Ukraine and the fate of the earth defense structures of the Cossack fortresses in this
process. Nitrate production in the territory of the Left Bank of Ukraine was a fairly widespread
industry. The development of artillery and firearms in early modern armies was one of the reasons
for the increase in saltpeter production. In the 17" century, mounds of barrows and ramparts of
ancient fortifications were used for its extraction, where saltpeter was naturally concentrated. But
this method depended on the coincidence of many factors. From the second half of the 17" century
on the territory of the Hetman Oblast and the Slobozhan Oblast, the on-board method of saltpeter
mining is increasingly spreading. The appearance of saltpeter plants, which worked with artificial
edges, greatly simplified the process of saltpeter production, but also required finding places for
their location. At this time, saltpeter workers paid attention to the abandoned fortresses built in the
17th century, which had a convenient location and soil reserves for the construction of artificial
banks.

During the 18" century, the role of fortresses in the defense of Left Bank Ukraine is
gradually changing. At the beginning of the century, they were an important component of defense,
but over time their influence gradually decreases. Some of them are falling into disrepair, and the
rest are turning into rural settlements. The territory of the abandoned fortresses was a convenient
location for saltpeter workshops, and the defensive structures served as a raw material base for
saltpeter mining. If in the first half of the 18" century the hetman’s administration followed the
preservation of fortresses, then in the second half of the century this process became widespread
even without the restoration of the ramparts. The final destruction of defensive structures by
saltpeter’s took place at the end of the century and was connected with the re-planning of cities.

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ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH OF ANCIENT RUS SETTLEMENTS 10-13 CENTURIES
IN THE TERRITORY OF THE SLOVECHANSK-OVRUCH REGION

Abstract

The article highlights the history of research on the peculiarities of the settlement structure
of the Ancient Rus period on the territory of a unique natural formation - the Slovechansk-Ovruch
ridge, located in the north of the Zhytomyr region.

The purpose of the article: to analyze the stages of research of ancient Rus objects that had
special conditions of development during the 10-13 centuries.

The methodological basis of the research is the principle of scientificity, methods of
empirical and theoretical research.

Scientific novelty: for the first time, information on the study of ancient Russian
settlements, which arose and developed in specific economic conditions during the 10-13 centuries,
was analyzed and systematized.

Conclusions. In addition to good fertile soils and a favorable climate for agriculture, the
territory of the Ovruch Ridge also attracted people with deposits of pink pyrophyllite slates.
Mining, processing and manufacturing of things from it become the main occupation of the local
the Ancient Rus population. A unique settlement structure is formed on the territory of the ridge,
which traditionally consists of a settlement, a post, open settlements and burial grounds. But the
peculiarity is that open settlements have a large area, they can conditionally be combined into
agglomerations. Also, the settlements are specialized, their population is closely related to the
development of pyrophyllite deposits, its extraction, processing, and transportation are the main
occupations of the ancient Rus population of the Ovruch Ridge. Ancient Rus on the specified
territory were destroyed for a long time, but from the end of the o™ century they began to be
discovered and recorded by scientists. During the entire 20™ century the sights of the region were
examined by archaeologists, but no research was carried out. only from the end of the 20" century.
The Ovruch archaeological expedition started working in the region, which discovered unique
sights - specialized settlements with a rich cultural layer. But the archaeological sites of the region
also require protection. The activities of the employees of the Ovruch archaeological expedition
within the framework of the ‘Ovruch project’ created for the study and protection of the
monuments of the former Ovruch volost are aimed at this.

Abstract

The purpose of the article. Based on the analysis of the political, socio-economic, and
cultural development of Southern Ukraine at the end of the 18" and the beginning of the
20" centuries, to study the genealogy of the Kuris family, the peculiarities of their activity and role
in society, the heredity of their family traditions that influenced the development of the region.

The methodological basis of the research was the principles of objectivity, historicism and
systematicity with the use of general scientific research methods - analysis, synthesis, comparison,
analogy, periodization and generalization.

The scientific novelty of this article is due to the fact that, for the first time, a comprehensive
study of the genealogy of the Kuris family at the end of the 18™ — beginning of the 20" centuries,
aspects of their military and civil service, cultural and educational activities, and the family’s
contribution to the formation of the historical heritage of Southern Ukraine are carried out.

Conclusions. During the research, it was found that each generation of the family was
represented by a historical figure who played one or another role in the historical process of
Ukraine during the late 18" and early 20" centuries. A characteristic feature or phenomenon of the
Kuris family can be called the desire of its representatives to be always at the responsible links of
the military, socio-economic and cultural development of their country.

The best representatives of the Kuris family were not only prominent military or public
figures, businessmen, patrons, but also people with deep humanistic consciousness. Their family
relationships, private life and public activities testify to the unique character and extraordinary role
of the Kuris family in the history of Southern Ukraine.

The Kuris belonged to large landowners. This allowed them to develop the main branches of
agriculture and certain areas of industrial production related to it.

Charity and education were important areas for the Kuris family, through which they, like
other nobles, tried to establish themselves as the advanced state of society. They occupied a
decisive place in the cultural development of the province.

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EASTERN EUROPE BEFORE AND AFTER THE GLOBAL ECONOMIC CRISIS OF 1900-1903
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Abstract

The purpose of this article is to analyze the impact of the economic crisis of 1900-1903 on
Eastern Europe, identify common and specific features of the crisis in different regions, and assess
the long-term consequences for economic development, social sphere, and political processes. This
period marked one of the first major global economic disruptions of the 20" century, with
implications that influenced economic policies and practices for decades. The methodological basis
of the study was the application of historical and economic analysis, comparative analysis and review
of the latest studies related to economic crises. The focus is on analyzing the economic conditions in
Eastern Europe before and after the crisis, as well as the impact on industrial and agricultural sectors,
financial systems, and social spheres. Key variables such as production dynamics, international trade,
price changes, and employment rates are examined to provide a comprehensive understanding of the
crisis’s multifaceted effects. The study also considers the varying degrees of economic development
across countries to highlight commonalities and differences in their experiences and responses.

The novelty of this research lies in the comparative analysis of the crisis’s impact on different
Eastern European countries, identifying both common and divergent features in the crisis’s
manifestation and consequences. This approach deepens the understanding of how regional and
national characteristics influenced the crisis’s severity and outcomes. Furthermore, the research
examines the effectiveness of different economic policies and stabilization measures adopted in
response, providing insights into the resilience and adaptability of their economic systems.

Conclusions. The economic crisis of 1900-1903 significantly impacted Eastern Europe,
affecting various aspects of their economies. The crisis revealed structural problems, common
traits, and specific features that defined events in each country. It highlighted the need for
structural reforms and modernization to prevent similar crises and ensure sustainable economic
growth. Long-term consequences included shifts towards more regulated economic relationships
and increased government intervention. The analysis underscores the importance of learning from
past disruptions to build resilient economic systems capable of withstanding future global shocks.
Understanding the historical and economic contexts that shaped these experiences can help
policymakers develop strategies to manage and mitigate future crises.

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Introduction

The economic crisis of 1900-1903 was one of the first major global economic
shocks of the 20" century, caused by many factors and had serious consequences for the
economies of many countries. This period is characterized as a phase of economic
recession within the framework of long-term business cycles defined in subsequent
years. Among the main causes of the crisis are excessive production, speculative
investments, instability of the gold standard and other factors".

In addition, it is important to consider the role of international trade, changes in
production technologies, increased competition in world markets and the impact of these
factors on economic dynamics. A detailed study of the characteristics of the crisis
involves an analysis of the dynamics of production cuts, international trade, changes in
prices of goods and securities, as well as changes in employment and income. Special
attention should be paid to the differences in the manifestations of the crisis in different
countries and regions. The analysis of the consequences of the crisis includes an
assessment of its impact on economic development, social sphere and political processes
in various countries. It is important to consider how the crisis has affected economic
policy, including measures to stabilize the economy, and what lessons have been learned
by governments and economic theorists>. The long-term consequences of the crisis
include the transition to new forms of regulation of economic relations, a change in the
role of the state in the economy, as well as the impact on international economic
relations and the formation of the world economic order. For a deep understanding of
the features of the crisis of 1900-1903, it is useful to conduct a comparative analysis with
other major economic crises of the 20 and 21 centuries. Such an analysis will help to
identify common patterns and specific features of various economic downturns, as well
as to assess the effectiveness of applied measures and adaptation to crisis phenomena’? to
partially prevent them and reduce the consequences on the global economy, which is
especially relevant today.

Analysis of recent research and publications

The study of the problem of economic crises in the early twentieth century,
including the crisis of 1900-1903, has been widely reflected in the works of many
economists and historians. For example, R. Blau* and J. Roberts® analyze in detail the
causes and characteristics of this crisis, highlighting factors such as excess production,
speculative investments and instability of the gold standard. It is important to note the
role of international trade and changes in production technologies, which is also
emphasized in Hansen’s research (1964). The study of the economic consequences of the

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crisis includes the work of H. Johnson (1987), who examines the impact of the crisis on
economic policy and social processes in various countries. The long-term consequences
of the crisis, such as the changing role of the state in the economy and the impact on
international economic relations, are investigated by P. Schmitt®. Nevertheless, many
aspects of the problem remain insufficiently studied. There is a lack of comparative
studies that would consider in detail the differences in the manifestations of the crisis in
different countries and regions of Eastern Europe. Also, little attention is paid to the
analysis of regional and national characteristics, which makes this study especially
relevant.

Formulation of the purpose of the article

The purpose of this article is to conduct a detailed analysis of the impact of the
economic crisis of 1900-1903 on the countries of Eastern Europe, to identify common and
specific features of crisis phenomena in various regions, as well as to assess the long-
term consequences of the crisis for economic development, social sphere and political
processes.

The objectives of the study are:

1. Analysis of economic conditions in Eastern Europe before the crisis of 1900-1903.

2. The study of the dynamics of the crisis and its manifestations in various
countries of the region.

3. Assessment of the impact of the crisis on the industrial and agricultural sectors,
the financial system and the social sphere.

4. Identify lessons learned from the crisis and their impact on economic policy and
regulation.

Research results

At the beginning of the 20" century, Eastern Europe was a region with diverse
political and economic structures. The following countries and territories were part of
Eastern Europe: - The Russian Empire (including modern Russia, Ukraine, Belarus,
Moldova, the Baltic States and part of Poland). The Austro-Hungarian Empire (including
modern Austria, Hungary, the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, as well as parts of Poland and Ukraine) The Ottoman Empire (which
controlled the territories of modern Turkey, Greece, Bulgaria, Northern Macedonia,
Albania, Serbia and Montenegro) - the Kingdom of Romania and the Kingdom of Serbia.
For a general idea of the scale of the crisis and the economic consequences for the
countries of Eastern Europe, it is necessary to give a brief description of the pre-crisis
period. The economy of Eastern Europe before the crisis was predominantly agrarian,
with developed agricultural products and limited industrialization’. Before the crisis of

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1900-1903, the Russian Empire was in a state of dynamic economic development
characterized by significant changes in various sectors of the economy.

At the end of the 19th century, active industrialization began in Russia, which led to
an increase in industrial production. The main industrial centers were concentrated in
St. Petersburg, Moscow, the Urals and other regions. The main industries were
metallurgy, textile industry, mechanical engineering and coal mining®. Agriculture
remained the most important sector of the economy, providing employment and income
for a significant part of the population. However, the agricultural sector faced problems
such as land shortages, low productivity and high taxes. Crop failures in the late 1890s
worsened the situation of the peasantry, which led to an increase in debt burden and
social tension®. The social structure of the Russian Empire at the end of the 19th century
was extremely heterogeneous. Peasants made up about 80% of the population and
experienced significant difficulties due to agrarian problems. The working class, whose
numbers grew rapidly due to industrialization, also faced difficult working conditions,
low wages and a lack of social guarantees. Under these conditions, the labor struggle
intensified, which led to an increase in the number of strikes and protests’. Russia’s
political system was autocratic, with the absolute power of the tsar and the absence of
significant political freedoms. The Government of Nicholas II pursued a repressive policy
against all forms of opposition and restricted civil rights. This caused an increase in
revolutionary sentiments among various social groups, especially among workers and
intellectuals™. Even before the crisis, Russia’s financial system was experiencing
difficulties. Despite significant foreign investments aimed at developing industry and
infrastructure, the country’s financial stability remained fragile. The state budget was in
deficit, and foreign exchange reserves depended on fluctuations in world prices for
commodities such as grain and oil. Before the crisis of 1900-1903, Russia was a country of
contrasts: against the background of industrial growth and modernization, serious
agrarian problems, social inequality and political instability were observed. These factors
created favorable conditions for the economic and social crisis that broke out at the
beginning of the 20" century.

‘The Austro-Hungarian Empire

The Austro-Hungarian Empire, which included modern Austria, Hungary, the
Czech Republic, Slovakia, Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as parts of
Poland and Ukraine, was one of the largest multinational powers in Europe. The economy
of the empire before the crisis of 1900-1903 was characterized by significant regional
differences and heterogeneity. Industrial development was most intense in the western

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part of the empire, especially in Austria and the Czech Republic. Key industries were
concentrated here: mechanical engineering, metallurgy, textile and chemical industries.
Prague, Vienna and Brno were major industrial centers™. Agriculture remained the main
industry in the eastern and southern regions such as Hungary, Slovakia and the Balkans.
These regions specialized in the production of grain, grapes and animal husbandry.
However, agricultural regions often suffered from low productivity and insufficient
modernization of agricultural methods. The social structure of the Austro-Hungarian
Empire was extremely complex due to the multinational composition of the population.
The empire included many ethnic groups: Germans, Hungarians, Czechs, Slovaks, Croats,
Serbs, Poles, Ukrainians and others. This has led to significant cultural and linguistic
differences that have created tensions and conflicts between different national groups.

The political system of the empire was a dualistic monarchy divided into Austrian
and Hungarian parts, each of which had its own parliaments and government structures.
Emperor Franz Joseph I retained considerable power and influence over both parts of the
empire. However, national movements for autonomy and independence intensified,
which led to political instability”®. Before the crisis of 1900-1903, the financial system of
the Austro-Hungarian Empire was in a state of relative stability, despite regional
differences in the level of economic development. The currency of the empire was the
Austro-Hungarian krona, introduced into circulation in 1892. The central bank of the
Empire, the Austro-Hungarian bank, controlled the money supply and pursued a credit
policy. Economic development in different parts of the empire was heterogeneous, which
affected financial stability. More developed regions such as Austria and the Czech
Republic were the main budget donors, while less developed regions such as the Balkans
required more public investment and subsidies. Before the crisis of 1900-1903, the
Austro-Hungarian Empire was a large multinational power with a diverse economy and a
complex social structure. Regional differences in the level of development and ethnic
tensions created prerequisites for economic and political problems, which worsened
during the crisis™.

‘The Ottoman Empire

At the beginning of the 20" century, the Ottoman Empire controlled the territories
of modern Turkey, Greece, Bulgaria, Northern Macedonia, Albania, Serbia and
Montenegro. The empire’s economy was characterized by significant regional differences
and was predominantly agrarian. The main industries were agriculture and small craft
production. Crops, cotton, tobacco and fruits were grown in agriculture. However, the
agricultural sector suffered from low productivity, outdated farming methods and lack of
investment. Industry was poorly developed and concentrated mainly in Istanbul and

some large cities®. International trade played an important role in the empire’s economy,
but the trade balance was negative, which increased dependence on foreign loans. The
construction of railways and the development of ports were important aspects of
economic policy aimed at modernizing infrastructure and improving transport
accessibility. The social structure of the Ottoman Empire was multinational and multi-
confessional. Most of the population were Muslims, but significant groups of Christians
and Jews also played an important role in society. Ethnic groups included Turks, Greeks,
Bulgarians, Serbs, Albanians and others. This created a diversity of cultures and
traditions, but also led to ethnic and religious tensions™. The political system of the
Ottoman Empire was an absolute monarchy headed by a sultan. The Sultan’s power was
virtually unlimited, although real power was often distributed among various factions at
court and in the army. Internal reforms, known as Tanzimat (1839-1876), were aimed at
modernizing the state and society, but by the beginning of the 20" century their results
remained partial and ambiguous. The financial condition of the Ottoman Empire before
the crisis of 1900-1903 was unstable. The Empire experienced chronic budget deficits,
high public debt and dependence on foreign loans. The main creditors were the
European powers, which increased foreign policy pressure on the empire”. The financial
reforms of the late 19th century, including the creation of the Ottoman Bank and the
introduction of new tax systems, proved insufficient to stabilize the economy™.

Thus, as we can see, before the crisis of 1900-1903, the Ottoman Empire was a
multinational state with a predominantly agrarian economy and a complex social
structure. Regional differences in the level of economic development, ethnic and
religious tensions, as well as financial instability created prerequisites for economic and
social problems that worsened during the crisis. Kingdom of Romania Before the crisis of
1900-1903, the Kingdom of Romania, like many other countries, was experiencing a
period of economic growth based mainly on agriculture. Romania was a major grain
exporter, accounting for the bulk of its exports. Winemaking and animal husbandry also
played an important role in the economy. However, agriculture suffered from outdated
farming methods and low productivity, which made the economy vulnerable to external
shocks and natural disasters. Industry in Romania was poorly developed, except for the
oil industry, which began to gain momentum at the end of the 19th century. Bucharest
and Ploiesti have become centers of oil production and refining. The Romanian railway
network expanded, which contributed to the development of domestic trade and exports.
The social structure of the Kingdom of Romania was predominantly agrarian. Most of the
population were peasants who lived in conditions of poverty and low land. The agrarian
issue remained one of the key social problems. The land reform carried out in 1864 could

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not completely solve the problems of low land and poverty among the peasanttry®.
Romania’s political system was a constitutional monarchy headed by King CarolI.
Political life was relatively stable, although there were significant social and economic
problems in the country. The Parliament and the government pursued a policy of
modernization and economic development, but the real improvement in the living
conditions of most of the population was limited. Romania’s financial situation was stable
before the crisis, although the country’s economy depended on agricultural exports. The
state budget was balanced, and the government actively attracted foreign investments for
the development of infrastructure and industry*®. However, the financial system
remained vulnerable to external economic fluctuations.

Kingdom of Serbia

Before the crisis of 1900-1903, the Kingdom of Serbia was at the stage of economic
modernization. The country’s economy was also predominantly agricultural, with a major
focus on grain, tobacco, fruit, and animal husbandry. Agriculture remained the main
source of income for most of the population but suffered from low productivity and lack
of modern agricultural technologies*. Industry in Serbia began to develop at the end of
the 19" century, especially textiles and food. Railways have played an important role in
facilitating domestic trade and the export of agricultural products. The construction of
railways was a priority task of the government aimed at improving transport
infrastructure and economic development. The social structure of the Kingdom of Serbia
was mainly agrarian, with a predominance of the peasantry. The peasants lived in relative
poverty, and the agrarian question was one of the main social problems. Social reforms
were carried out slowly, which led to discontent among the peasantries. Serbia’s political
system was a constitutional monarchy with a relatively stable political life. King
Alexander I and the government sought to modernize and develop the country. However,
political stability was often disrupted by internal conflicts and power struggles between
various political groups. Serbia’s financial situation before the crisis was relatively stable,
although the country depended on agricultural exports. The state budget was balanced,
and the Government actively attracted foreign investment to develop infrastructure and
industry. The financial system remained vulnerable to external economic fluctuations.

Discussion

The main interest to this day is the behavior of countries during the global
economic crisis. This is since the economic crisis of 1900-1903 had a significant impact on
the countries of Eastern Europe, exacerbating existing economic and social problems.
The consequences of the crisis manifested themselves in different ways in different

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regions and countries of Eastern Europe and had various temporary and devastating
consequences. Let’s take a closer look at each of them during a crisis encounter. At the
end of the 19 - beginning of the 20 century, Russia completed the formation of a large
capitalist production system and became one of the world powers experiencing a new
stage of economic development. The English economist John Hobson in 1902, noting the
transition from the era of free competition to the era of monopolistic capitalism, called
this period ‘imperialism™**. At that time, Finance Minister Sergei Yulievich Witte, who
held this post from 1892 to 1903, actively promoted the rapid industrial development of
Russia, building on the achievements of previous periods, starting with the era of Peter
the Great. These efforts were aimed at ensuring that within a decade Russia could catch
up with the industrialized countries of the West.

The unstoppable growth of agricultural production, including a significant increase
in acreage and grain production, led to an increase in exports. Russia has become one of
the largest bread suppliers in the world. Considering the main events that caused
significant historical changes at the beginning of the 20" century, it is necessary to
consider the scale of overproduction. Until the end of the 19! century, Russia remained
an agro-industrial country, where more than 75% of the population was employed in
agriculture. During this period, the share of national income increased from 54% to 55.7%.
The yield of land increased from 34 pounds from tithes in 1881 to 39 pounds on peasant
lands and 42-47 pounds on landowners’ lands in 1900. From 1883 to 1905, the acreage in
the European part of Russia increased by about 10%. Grain production increased from 56
million tons in 1891 to 9o million tons in 1901. The average annual grain export from 1894
to 1898 was about 3.6 million tons, but at the beginning of the 20 century in some years it
reached 10 million tons.

The fall in grain prices on the domestic and world markets worsened the economic
situation of the peasants, which led to an increase in social discontent. Export markets
were under increasing pressure, especially due to the increase in local agricultural
production in European countries and the introduction of protective duties. These events
contributed to the growth of political instability, which eventually led to the first Russian
Revolution of 1905. Thus, overproduction in agriculture became one of the main factors of
the economic crisis of 1900-1903, highlighting deep social and economic contradictions in
Russian society and causing significant historical changes at the beginning of the
20" century. 2

‘The Austro-Hungarian Empire
At the end of the 19 — beginning of the 20 century, the Austro-Hungarian Empire
completed the formation of a large capitalist production system and became one of the

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leading economic centers in Europe. This period is characterized by a significant increase
in industrial production and infrastructure development. In the western regions of the
empire, such as Austria and the Czech Republic, mechanical engineering, metallurgy and
the textile industry were actively developing®”. An important figure in the economic
development of Austria-Hungary was Prime Minister Ernest von Koehler, who carried
out reforms aimed at modernizing the economy and improving the social sphere. His
efforts contributed to a significant increase in industrial production and improved living
conditions in cities. Agriculture also played an important role in the economy of the
Austro-Hungarian Empire. The main agricultural regions, such as Hungary and the
Balkans, specialized in grain production, wine and animal husbandry. However, the
agricultural sector suffered from low productivity and outdated farming methods, which
made it vulnerable to external economic shocks and natural disasters. Economic growth
in agriculture led to the crisis of 1900-1903, which became one of the largest economic
shocks in the history of the Austro-Hungarian Empire. The main cause of the crisis was
the overproduction of agricultural products and a decrease in global demand, which led
to a drop in product prices. This had a negative impact on the incomes of farmers and
peasant women, worsening their financial situation. The unstoppable growth of
agricultural production, including a significant increase in acreage and grain production,
led to an increase in exports. Austria-Hungary has become one of the largest grain
suppliers in the world. However, the overproduction of grain led to a drop in prices on
both domestic and global markets, which further worsened the economic situation of
peasants and caused social discontent?®. The growth of agricultural production in
European countries and the introduction of import duties by them aggravated the
situation of Austro-Hungarian exporters. Economic difficulties have led to a wave of
social and political unrest. Interethnic conflicts intensified, especially in the
multinational regions of the empire, which led to the growth of nationalist movements
and demands for autonomy. Thus, overproduction in agriculture became one of the main
factors of the economic crisis of 1900-1903, highlighting the deep social and economic
contradictions in Austro-Hungarian society and causing significant historical changes at
the beginning of the 20" century.

The Ottoman Empire At the end of the 19 — beginning of the 20 century, the
Ottoman Empire sought to complete the modernization of its economy and strengthen its
position on the world stage. This period is characterized by attempts at reforms and
modernization aimed at improving infrastructure and industrial production.
Construction projects such as railways and ports played an important role in this
process, which contributed to the development of trade and the improvement of the
transport network®. Agriculture played a key role in the economy of the Ottoman
Empire. The main agricultural regions, such as Anatolia and the Balkans, specialized in

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the production of grain, cotton, tobacco and fruits. However, the agricultural sector
suffered from low productivity and outdated farming methods, which made it vulnerable
to external economic shocks and natural disasters®.

Conclusions

The economic crisis of 1900-1903 had a significant impact on the countries of
Eastern Europe, covering various aspects of their economies. It manifested itself in a
sharp decline in industrial production, problems in agriculture and financial difficulties.
Despite the diversity of economic structures and levels of development, the crisis has
revealed both common features and specific problems specific to each country in the
region.

Among the common features of the crisis in agriculture in Eastern Europe, in our
opinion, it is possible to distinguish:

1. Overproduction and falling prices: The main problem of agriculture in Eastern
Europe was the overproduction of agricultural products, which led to a sharp decline in
prices on the global and domestic markets. This had a negative impact on the incomes of
farmers and peasant women, worsening their financial situation.

2. Low productivity: Outdated farming methods and lack of investment in
agriculture aggravated the situation, making this sector especially vulnerable to external
economic shocks and natural disasters.

The distinctive features include 1. Regional differences: In some regions, such as
the Balkans, production was more diversified (for example, winemaking, tobacco
cultivation), which helped mitigate the effects of the crisis. At the same time, the crisis
was most acute in areas dependent on grain production.

3. Export markets: The introduction of protective duties in Western European
countries has worsened the situation of Eastern European exporters, especially in
countries with a high share of agricultural exports, such as Romania and Serbia.

The following common features can be distinguished in the industrial sector:

1. Reduction in production: The crisis has led to a significant reduction in
industrial production. Many enterprises were forced to reduce production or close down
due to falling demand and difficulties with access to capital.

2. Unemployment and strikes. Rising unemployment and deteriorating working
conditions caused a wave of strikes and social protests, especially in industrial centers.

Distinctive featuresi1. Diversity of industrial production: In Austria-Hungary,
industrial production was more diversified and developed in sectors such as mechanical
engineering, metallurgy and the textile industry. This made it possible to partially
mitigate the effects of the crisis in comparison with regions where industrial production
was less developed.

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3. Regional differences in development: In Eastern Europe, there were significant
differences in the level of industrial development between regions, which determined the
different levels of impact of the crisis on the local economy.

The crisis in the financial sector also had both general and individual
characteristics for each country. The most common signs are budget deficits and public
debt: the crisis has exacerbated financial problems, causing an increase in budget deficits
and public debt. This was especially noticeable in countries dependent on external loans
and foreign investments.

4. Capital outflow: Distrust of financial institutions and instability led to capital
outflow, which aggravated financial difficulties.

Distinctive features 1. Financial reforms and measures: Attempts have been made
in some countries to implement financial reforms and stabilization measures. For
example, the creation of central banks and the introduction of new tax systems, although
they have not always proved effective.

5. Differences in access to capital: More developed regions, such as Austria within
Austria-Hungary, had better access to capital and financial resources, which made it
easier for them to overcome the crisis compared to less developed regions.
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THE DAILY ACTIVITIES OF THE ISTANBUL PLATFORM MEMBERS IN 1929-35
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Abstract

The daily activities of the members of the illegal residency of the UPR Central Committee in
exile ‘Istanbul Platform’ during 1929-35 consisted of various aspects: domestic, social, and public.
However, a red thread through the daily life of representatives of the Ukrainian political emigration
in Istanbul was intelligence work, which still impresses researchers not only with the
ambitiousness of intentions, plans, and tasks, but also with the professionalism and skill of their
implementation. Especially given the fact that none of the members of the residency had previously
been a professional intelligence officer and had no previous practical experience in the special
services. Being under the close supervision of Soviet agents, without funding and the necessary
means, without permanent and reliable channels of communication with their curators, members
of the Istanbul Platform had to not only integrate into the life of the local community in Istanbul,
establish their daily routine, and not cause discontent with the Turkish migration service, but also
carry out intelligence, educational and propaganda activities. Every day, they resorted to new,
creative methods; they used all available opportunities and skills in confronting Soviet agents.

The goal of the article is to highlight the daily activities of the members of the Istanbul
Platform during this period.

The methodological basis of the research is the principles of the specific historical
approach, historical-comparative  and  historical-typological methods, methods of
comprehensiveness, systematicity, integrity, synthesis, analysis and objectivity.

The scientific novelty of the publication is the generalisation of the researched aspects of
the daily activities of the members of the Istanbul Platform in 1929-35.

Conclusions. The daily activities of the members of the Istanbul Platform from the moment
of its opening to the termination of its functioning were focused on a number of domestic, social
and public aspects. Among them was intelligence activity, which, despite a number of obstacles,
was carried out at a high level. Ensuring the functioning of the Istanbul Platform, its members
shaped the continuity of historical state-building processes up to the present day.

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Problem statement. Both today and decades ago, diplomatic and consular
representatives were entrusted with a variety of tasks: from official meetings to
participation in diplomatic receptions. The daily activities of the members of the illegal
residency of the UPR Central Committee in exile the Istanbul Platform during 1929-35
also consisted of various aspects: domestic, social, civic and intelligence. Therefore, the
main aim of this article is to clarify the main aspects of this activity in the context of
constant surveillance by Soviet agents.

Last researchers’ analysis of the problem. Most contemporary Ukrainian
researchers focus on the activities of official Ukrainian diplomatic and consular
institutions abroad in 1917-1921. At the same time, the aspect of the activities of Ukrainian
exile institutions abroad remains poorly researched. Among them is the Istanbul
Platform. Such national researchers as Ya. Dashkevych’, T. Vintskovs’kyi, O. Muzychko
and V. Khmarskyi*, V. Okipniuk and D. Kozlov?, L. Pidhirna*, and L. Vovchuk® partially
open the veil on the establishment, functioning, and members of the Istanbul Platform,
paying insufficient attention to the daily activities of the institution.

The source base of the research is represented by declassified archival documents
of the Main Directorate of the Foreign Intelligence Service of Ukraine and the Central
State Archive of Ukraine. Agent reports and correspondence of representatives of
Ukrainian political emigration are of particular interest. In addition, it is worth
highlighting the works of O. Lototskyi®, a contemporary of those events, and a collection

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of documents on political emigration in 1919-1945, compiled by V. Lozytskyi, O. Bazhan,
S. Vlasenko, and A. Kentii’.

The results and discussions. The arrival in Istanbul in the summer of 1929 of the
new head of the UPR Central Committee in exile and the UPR exile special services, V.
Murskyi, was of great importance for the daily life of the local Ukrainian community and
actually added dynamism.

The Ukrainian community in Istanbul, representatives of the Ukrainian political
emigration, were led by M. Zots-Kravchenko, an independentist by conviction, and
M. Zabello, the community’s secretary.

However, representatives of the Ukrainian community in Istanbul did not conduct
active educational, public, and even more so, intelligence activities. This was also due to
the then loyal government policy of the Republic of Turkey towards the USSR, and the
fear of being ‘under the gun’ of new Turkish migration laws and being included in the list
of ‘unreliable’.

In 1928, a year before V. Mursky’s arrival, M. Zotz-Kravchenko himself suffered the
same fate. The Turkish authorities deemed him ‘unreliable’ and deported him from the
Turkish Republic®.

It is likely that M. Zotz-Kravchenko’s deportation was provoked by the Soviet
secret services® so that his place could be taken by a recruited ODPU agent, Secretary
M. Zabello. He was a Ukrainian, a former officer of the tsarist army, a centurion of the
UPR Army. Obviously, his wife Kateryna was also recruited™.

It is worth noting that this period of the Ukrainian community in Istanbul is not
marked by much political and social activity. Nevertheless, M. Zabello actively tries to
present his person as the new head of the community to the Chief Ataman of the Central
Department of the Ukrainian People’s Republic in exile, A. Livytskyi, the heads of exile
special services - V. Salskyi and V. Zmiienko; heads of Ukrainian intelligence offices in
Prague, Bucharest and Paris; to establish contacts with well-known representatives of
Ukrainian political emigration in Europe, the Middle East and the United States™.

Representatives of the Ukrainian community in Istanbul headed by M. Zabello were
more focused on their integration into the local Istanbul community, establishing their
own life and trying to avoid being seen by the Turkish migration service.

From time to time, M. Zabello communicates with his fellow countrymen.
Representatives of the community still try not to fall out of the context of the life of
Ukrainian political emigration: they participate in raising funds to complete the

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S. Petliura Library in Paris and commemorate the Heroes of the Bazaar, making
commemorative badges with S.Petliura’s portrait'>. They gather to read and discuss
Ukrainian publications that are brought to Istanbul by representatives of political
emigration in Hungary, Germany, and Bulgaria.

In every way M. Zabello tried to demonstrate his usefulness to the leadership of the
Ukrainian exiled special services and offered cooperation. In fact, it was M. Zotz-
Kravchenko’s previous unsatisfactory activities, M. Zabello’s intrusive self-presentation,
doubts about his reliability and the presence of the Ukrainian community in Istanbul that
prompted the UPR Central Committee in exile, in cooperation with the exile special
services®, to think about establishing the illegal residency in Istanbul, which would be
headed by V. Murskyi. He was a man whom the Ukrainian government in exile could
fully trust; a man with pro-Ukrainian statehood convictions, a decent education, and
diplomatic experience. He had the ability to unite conscious Ukrainians in Istanbul, to
organise and establish an illegal residency, to perform various work, from public to
intelligence, while coordinating the work of Ukrainian intelligence offices in the Middle
East and in post-Soviet Ukraine®.

After becoming V. Murskyi’s right-hand man and secretary, M. Zabello performed all
the necessary tasks: he took the correspondence, which allowed him to copy all letters and
documents, attended meetings of the Prometheus Club, helped Murskyi in his daily
activities; he continued to maintain active correspondence with representatives of the
Ukrainian political emigration. He also worked closely with the Soviet secret services.
Starting in 1929, he compiled a kind of dossier on each representative of the of the
Ukrainian community in Istanbul, identifying the most active ones, creating their profiles
and describing in detail their daily lives, occupations, habits, preferences, inclinations, etc.

Thus, from the intelligence reports of declassified archival documents of the
Sectoral State Archive of the Foreign Intelligence Service of Ukraine, it becomes known
that there were 50 active members of the Ukrainian community in Istanbul, representing
different regions of Ukraine. V. Murskyi was able to unite these people into a fairly
effective illegal institution with representative, educational, propaganda and intelligence
functions.

In her article, L. Pidhirna provides a list of these representatives, indicating their
marital status and occupation in Istanbul. The vast majority of them were conscious
people with independent-minded beliefs, former interned soldiers of the UPR Army,
representatives of the Ukrainian intelligentsia who were forced to emigrate or flee from
post-Soviet Ukraine due to the Soviet occupation and the Red Terror.

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The author emphasizes that the Ukrainians there managed to integrate into the
Istanbul community with dignity and their daily activities were very diverse, performing
information and intelligence activities at the same time. For example, Y. Smilgin, who
delivered dairy products to the Soviet Embassy staff and to the residence of the Crimean
Tatar pro-Soviet Kapudan Pasha, collected information about the activities of the Soviet
Embassy, intentions and plans for Crimea, etc. And then he provided it to V. Murskyi'.

Such a wide range of professional activities and occupations of representatives of the
Ukrainian community in Istanbul, personal connections, contacts with respected
representatives of the Turkish community, membership in the most respectable Turkish
families, etc. already represented interesting prospects for the formation of a reliable agent
network of the illegal residency ‘Istanbul Platform’, which V. Mursky took advantage.

It is interesting to note that V. Murskyi, upon arriving in Istanbul, positioned
himself as a journalist and correspondent for the League of Nations. At that time, he was
financially supported by the Central Committee of the UPR in exile, or rather, by the
Polish special services. And although, according to M. Zabello, V. Murskyi had a
‘magnificent salary’”, his intelligence, public, educational, literary and representative
activities required significant financial investments, which neither V. Murskyi, nor the
Central Committee of the UPR in exile, nor the Polish allies had. In one of his letters to
A. Livytskyi, V. Prokopovych notes that V. Murskyi cannot carry out the necessary day-
to-day representative activities due to a lack of funds to buy appropriate clothing®®.

Murskyi’s daily activities consisted of receiving and processing operational
correspondence (letters, communications, etc.) that came to the secret Istanbul address
(No. 224, Kutusu Bey Oglu, Istanbul) by regular mail, airmail” and diplomatic pouch to the
Polish diplomatic mission. Later, similar cooperation was established with the French
consulate®®.

In addition, V. Murskyi worked on the texts of official documents of the UPR
Central Committee in exile: Memorandum with the Government of Japan®"; the text of the
appeal and organisation of the reception of the representative of the UPR Central
Committee in exile V. Prokopovych at the Ecumenical Patriarch Photios II regarding the
receipt of the Tomos by the Orthodox Ukrainian Church??*; the Agreement with the head
of the Crimean Tatar diaspora Kyrymer on the Autonomy of Crimea as part of the future
Independent Ukraine?. He wrote numerous educational materials, articles for Turkish
and friendly diaspora publications, etc.

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V. Murskyi also worked on the manuscripts of his important pro-Ukrainian
propaganda works ‘The True Face of the New Russia’, ‘Ukraine in the Struggle for
Independence’, ‘Turkey and Russia’. At the same time, he was recruiting reliable people
and arranging for pro-Ukrainian propaganda literature and communications to be sent
by Soviet steamers to the Black Sea ports of post-Soviet Ukraine. He received this
propaganda literature from the UPR Press Bureau in Warsaw.

He gave interviews about the situation in Ukraine to European and American
journalists, established cooperation with representatives of foreign intelligence agencies,
prepared reports and participated in meetings of the Istanbul branch of the Prometheus
Club, working with representatives of friendly Diasporas: Azerbaijani, Georgian, and
Crimean Tatar**.

It is also worth mentioning a member of the Istanbul Platform, Ukrainian
intelligence officer M. Pchelinska®, who was V. Murskyi’s sister-in-law. M. Pchelinska’s
daily activities consisted of a kind of ‘hunting’ for valuable contacts. Thanks to her, the
Ukrainian exiled special services and the UPR Central Committee in exile were able to
further cooperate with the heads of the French and Japanese intelligence services,
M. Denard and limura®.

Speaking about the daily life and leisure activities of the Istanbul Platform members,
we can say that despite their professional employment and intelligence activities, they were
quite ordinary. In addition to their daily routine, the members met at the Murskyis’ house
for tea, celebrated birthdays and the first communion of the Murskyis’ daughters®, and
could get together in the evenings to play hingo?®. Murskyi’s wife took care of family
matters and helped her husband with translations and processing of correspondence. On
holidays and on Sundays, both the Murskyi family and other members of the Istanbul
Platform attended St George’s Church in Phanar, had leisure time at the Alhambra
cinema® and art events at the Teutonia German Community House>°.

In general, the members of the Istanbul Platform led a somewhat Eastern-style,
measured, safe life*', which became quite secure after Murskyi established friendly
relations with the head of the Istanbul migration service. This was facilitated by the
cooling of Turkish-Soviet relations since 19302

It was after this that V. Murskyi was able to conduct a radio game with Ukrainian
agents in post-Soviet Ukraine®?, present an autographed copy of his book ‘Ukraine and its

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Struggle for Independence’ to the President of the Republic of Turkey Ataturk (and
possibly publish the book with the unofficial financial support of the Turkish authorities)
and freely distribute books to well-known Turkish public and political figures (about 600
copies). He also managed to establish contact with a representative of the Turkish special
services*.

By 1935, members of the Istanbul Platform were actively engaged in educational,
public, and intelligence activities, and made an almost successful attempt to obtain
autocephaly (Tomos). However, the curtailment of funding for V. Mursky’s activities and
his untimely death led to the transfer of the Istanbul Platform’s leadership to M. Zabello,
and subsequently to its closure®.

Most of the representatives of the Ukrainian community in Istanbul, members of
the Istanbul Platform were buried in Istanbul, at the Orthodox Greek Cemetery (Sisli
district). And V. Murskyi was buried in the Latin Catholic cemetery (Beyoglu district).
Murskyi’s family returned to Lviv and in 1938 moved to Germany. M. Pchelinska returned
to France, where she also became a member of the early French Resistance Movement.
The fate of most members of the Istanbul Platform is still unknown.

Conclusions. The daily activities of the members of the illegal residency of the UPR
Central Committee in exile ‘Istanbul Platform’ during 1929-35 were carried out in the
following areas: domestic, social, public and intelligence. The first two aspects involved
the attempts of Ukrainians to survive in a foreign land, in emigration; to integrate into
Turkish society, to ensure a decent life for themselves and their families. Despite the
difficult social, legal and political circumstances and the opposition of Soviet intelligence
agents, many representatives of the Ukrainian political emigration, given their education,
experience and personal qualities, managed to do well.

Public and intelligence activities gained momentum with the arrival of V. Murskyi
in Istanbul and the formation of the illegal residency of the UPR Central Committee in
exile, the Istanbul Platform. The deterioration of Turkish-Soviet relations contributed to
the intensification of the activities of the members of this institution. All aspects of the
daily activities of Ukrainians in Istanbul were closely intertwined, constituted a symbiosis
in a sense, and, as we can see, over almost 100 years, formed a separate philosophy and
power of the representatives of the stateless Ukrainian nation - the global Ukrainian
diaspora - in further undermining the positions of the USSR and fighting the Soviets for
the restoration of Ukrainian statehood and the Orthodox Church of Ukraine.
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Abstract

The article aims to analyze the correlation of the ideological context of historical narratives
and memorial discourse with the national strategy and foreign policy practices in a historical
retrospective, using Ukraine as a case study.

Scientific novelty. The article analyzes the changes in the use of historical narrative in
Ukraine’s national strategy and some practices of Ukraine’s foreign policy; it examines the most
important topics of historical memorial discourse since 2014, when Ukraine chose the Euro-
Atlantic geopolitical vector and claimed its historical affinity with European countries.

Conclusions. The way the past is represented is crucial for Ukraine in the process of
forming a modern nation. The article emphasizes the importance of considering Ukraine’s
historical policy and representations of the past, both in the international arena while preserving
the country’s ethnocultural basis, and in incorporating Ukraine’s historical past into the European
historical narrative. The article notes that historical discourse changed with Ukraine’s shift towards
European and Euro-Atlantic integration, disrupting Russia’s geopolitical strategy and leading to
open expansion.

The article has identified that among the narratives that aimed to prove Ukraine’s historical
proximity to European countries and/or historical/mental/cultural differences with Russia and
reinforced the Euro-Atlantic geopolitical choice, in addition to those already traditionally analysed
by researchers, are the issues of (1) the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921 was a manifestation of the
struggle for independence and unity of Ukraine, continuation of the traditions of national
statehood; (2) condemnation of the crimes of the communist totalitarian regime, primarily the
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demand for recognition of the Holodomor of 1932-1933, as a systematic act of genocide against
Ukrainians committed by the leadership of the Soviet Union.

The article has noted the presence of controversial historical themes and figures such as the
image of Stepan Bandera and the activities of the Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists (OUN) and
the danger of using issues of national memory in information propaganda in the international
arena.

Problem statement. Historical issues have long been the subject of not only
academic discourse but have also become firmly embedded in political practice. The
systems of ideologically labeled activities carried out by countries in the implementation
of domestic policies and the international policy form and consolidate ideas about the
historical past. “Points of tension” may form the basis for conflicts and the justification
for foreign policy strategies and practices. Today, in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian
war (2014-2022), the European community, primarily Ukrainians, have to live through
tragic events and see the consequences of historical manipulations with history, while
historical mythologies are actively used by Russian propagandists to justify the
occupation and annexation of Ukrainian territories. The academic community and
politicians state that historical narratives and historical discourse have become the basis
for building not only domestic policies but also foreign policy strategies of countries.
Ukraine is no exception in this trend.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. Scientific publications on the topic
can be divided into two large groups: on the one hand, these are works by experts who
specialize in foreign policy and offer analyses on determining the priorities of Ukraine’s
foreign policy and ways to achieve them; on the other hand, these are experts in memory
studies who consider the conceptual foundations of interstate interaction through the
prism of national memory policy and memory conflicts; and state that these are tools in
the context of propaganda wars. At the same time, it should be highlighted that
representatives of all fields of knowledge, experts in international relations, political
scientists, and historians interpret the policy of memory in general and historical
narratives and historical discourse in the national and international arena as related to
the security of the state.

The subject of particular focus is the legitimation of the Russian Federation’s
aggression against Ukraine through the use of historical narratives in the international
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arena’. Some ideas aimed at understanding the issues of the correlation of historical
narratives with the national strategy of Ukraine and European countries and foreign
policy practices are presented in the publications of foreign and domestic scholars, in
particular O. Boyko, I. Derluyn, L.Klimenko, I. Litart, D. Olik, L. Nahorna, A.Penkala,
Y. Shapoval and others>.

The best practices of Ukraine’s foreign policy during the period of independence
and specific recommendations for implementation were studied and analyzed within the
framework of the project ‘Concept of Ukraine’s Foreign Policy’, which was implemented
by the Diplomatic Academy of Ukraine named after Hennadii Udovenko under the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs with the support of the Friedrich Ebert Foundation in Ukraine
and Belarus, in cooperation with UA: Ukraine Analytica’. The authors of the project
analyzed the main directions of Ukraine’s foreign policy in terms of conceptual content
and identified the priorities of Ukraine’s foreign policy up to 2030, including the issues of
historical narrative and conflict-inducing aspects of historical memory. In the context of
the research issue, the analytical report of the National Institute for Strategic Studies
(2019) presents a wide range of issues that have been studied, namely: analyzing the
security (domestic political and geopolitical) problems of Ukraine’s modern policy of
historical memory. The historical and memorial issues of Ukraine in relation to its
European neighbors were precisely studied in the report*. The analysis of Belgian
scholars Alina Penkala, Ine Litart, and Ilsa Derluyn is also interesting in the context of the
study of the issue. They identify dominant historical narratives that affirm the
monovectoriality of Ukraine’s foreign policy direction since 2014. The first narrative is

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that Ukraine is a liminal space between the East and the West. The second is that ‘Ukraine
is not Russia”. The analysis of these particular aspects has been carried out, however, the
issue of correlation of historical narratives with the national strategy and practices of
Ukraine’s foreign policy still needs to be considered and further studied.

The aim of our research is to examine the correlation of the ideological context of
historical narratives and memorial discourse with the national strategy and practices of
foreign policy in historical retrospective (with the case study of Ukraine).

Introduction. According to American political scientists Thomas Graham, Ryan
Menon, and Jack Snyder, in terms of geopolitics, Ukraine is a zone of collision between
the interests of Russia and the West®. Therefore, as highlighted by Ukrainian scholars
Mykola Alexiievets and Yaroslav Seko, Ukraine was pursuing a multi-vector and non-
aligned foreign policy from the first decade of its independence until the middle of the
2000s’. Thus, Ukraine was not certain in its choice between European and Eurasian
vectors, although the adoption of the Partnership and Cooperation Agreement between
Ukraine and the EU in 1994%, the first EU-Ukraine summit in 1997°, the adoption of the
Decree of the President of Ukraine On approval of the Strategy of Ukraine’s integration
into the European Union'®, can be considered a de facto declaration of Ukraine’s choice
of the European vector. However, at the same time, the resolution of the Verkhovna Rada
of Ukraine On the key directions of Ukraine’s foreign policy adopted on the July 2, 1993,
stated that one of the main directions of the state’s foreign policy was cooperation within
the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) and that ‘the dominant bilateral relations
with the border states’ were Ukrainian-Russian relations. According to the resolution,
the relations between Ukraine and Russia were supposed to develop in the spirit of
‘senuine good neighborhood, mutual respect and partnership™. The conflict between
Russia and Ukraine in 2014 hastened the end of the multi-vector policy and pushed
Ukraine closer towards a European orientation.

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Euro-Atlantic Geopolitical Vector of Ukraine (2014): A New Articulation of Historical
Narratives

The Revolution of Dignity in 2014 resulted in the overthrow of the pro-Russian
government led by Viktor Yanukovych and a change in Ukraine’s foreign policy strategy.
The catalyst for these processes was the outbreak of Russian military aggression in the
East and South of Ukraine. Petro Poroshenko, as the officially elected president,
proclaimed Ukraine’s course toward membership in the European Union (EU) and NATO.
The mono-vectorality of the foreign policy course was enshrined in the following
documents: Ukraine-EU Association Agreement (2014)%; and the resolution of the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine On the European choice of Ukraine (2014)°. In addition, it
should be highlighted that the Presidential Decree On the Strategy for sustainable
development ‘Ukraine-2020’ (2015)"* declared the top priorities for the establishment and
development of Ukraine as a member of the European community. Another important
legal document was the Law of Ukraine On National Security of Ukraine (2018), which
established integration into the European political, economic, security, and legal space,
as well as membership in the European Union and the North Atlantic Treaty Organisation
as Ukraine’s fundamental national interest”. It became Ukraine’s clear geopolitical choice
after many years of balancing the European and Eurasian vectors of foreign policy
development.

Ukraine’s decision to align with the Euro-Atlantic geopolitical sphere and move
away from the Eurasian project has prompted a need for a new approach to memorial
policy. This involves shaping narratives that highlight Ukraine’s historical connections to
European countries and underscore its differences from Russia.

Lina Klymenko, a Ukrainian political scientist and researcher at the University of
Tampere in Finland, examined the official statements of Ukrainian political leaders in
2014 within the context of the country’s Euro-Atlantic geopolitical alignment. Klymenko
found that these leaders frequently invoked historical events in their speeches to
promote narratives that emphasized Ukraine’s historical ties to Europe. For example,
former Ukrainian President Petro Poroshenko not only referred to the baptism of Kyivan
Rus by Volodymyr the Great over 1,000 years ago as a religious event, but also as a
political-European choice. According to Klymenko, Ukrainian political leaders used
historical narratives to justify Ukraine’s European geopolitical alignment, framing it as a
continuation of historical tradition. She identified the following narratives in modern

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Ukrainian historiography: 1) Kyivan Rus is seen as a precursor of the modern Ukrainian
state, firmly rooted in the European sphere. 2) The 17" and 18" century Hetmanate is
viewed as a Ukrainian state formation based on democratic principles, contrasting with
the colonial policies of the Tsardom of Moscow. 3) The period of Ukraine’s inclusion in
the USSR is depicted as a time of Russian occupation, positioning Ukraine as a champion
for its own statehood while portraying Russia as a colonizing force™.

We can identify several narratives used by Ukrainian political leaders to showcase
Ukraine’s historical connection to European countries and to highlight the historical,
mental, and cultural differences with Russia. These narratives are cited as the historical
foundation for Ukraine’s decision to align with the Euro-Atlantic geopolitical direction.
The narratives include the following points: 1) The Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921 is
viewed as a demonstration of the fight for independence and unity, carrying on the
traditions of national statehood; 2) Contentious historical topics and figures, such as the
representation of Stepan Bandera and the activities of the Organisation of Ukrainian
Nationalists (OUN); 3) Condemnation of the crimes committed by the communist
totalitarian regime, with a specific emphasis on the demand for acknowledgement of the
Holodomor of 1932-1933 as a systematic act of genocide against Ukrainians, which was
artificially created by the Soviet Union’s leadership.

These narratives are directly linked to the implementation of Ukraine’s foreign
policy. Each of these points has been thoroughly examined individually.

(1) ‘The narrative about the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921. In 2016, the former
President of Ukraine, P. Poroshenko, issued a decree On events to celebrate the 10oth
anniversary of the Ukrainian Revolution. The orders in the document generally continue
the tradition of commemorating the heroes of Kruty, first initiated by President Viktor
Yushchenko (2004-2009), but also introduce some differences from the previous ones. It
emphasized that commemorating the events and prominent participants of the Ukrainian
Revolution of 1917-1921 should be a priority for Ukrainian public authorities in 2017-2021.
The importance of this practice lies in honoring the traditions of the struggle for
independence and unity of Ukraine, military victory, creators of national statehood, and
the historical significance of events related to the liberation struggle of the early
twentieth century and the establishment of Ukrainian statehood".

(2) The decree outlined various events to mark the anniversary: publication of
scientific papers, collections of documents and materials, encyclopedic and other
publications dedicated to the 100" anniversary of the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921,
its role in the history of Ukraine and Europe; organization of thematic informational,
educational, cultural and artistic events in educational and cultural institutions aimed at
providing information about the events of the Ukrainian Revolution 1917-1921; holding

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thematic exhibitions of archival documents, material memorabilia and photographs of
significant events and figures of the Ukrainian Revolution 1917-1921; comprehensive
assistance to scientific and local history research on the history of the Ukrainian state
and the Ukrainian liberation movement, and the popularization of them; holding events
by Ukraine’s diplomatic missions abroad with the participation of representatives of the
Ukrainian diaspora to celebrate the 100" anniversary of the Ukrainian Revolution;
organizing the spread of information materials on the role of the Ukrainian Revolution in
European and World history. Thus, Petro Poroshenko highlighted the importance of
promoting and disseminating the narrative about the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921
and its role in the formation and affirmation of Ukrainian statehood as well as its
significance in international politics.

Ukrainian historians Yaroslav Hrytsak and Oleksandr Komarov also use the
narrative mentioned above in their publication ‘The Way of Formation of the Ukrainian
Identity’. The scholars emphasize that during that period Ukraine emerged not only as a
historical, political or literary narrative, but also as a separate unit with all the formal
features of statehood™, The historical narrative of the Ukrainian Revolution 1917-1921 is
supposed to justify Ukraine’s right to independence and statehood, and influences its
geopolitical course away from Russia.

It corresponds to the officially proclaimed Military Doctrine of Ukraine of 2015,
which states that Russia poses a military threat to Ukraine and, accordingly, the main
goal for Ukraine is to repel the armed aggression of the Russian Federation and to
participate in the implementation of the European Union’s common security and defense
policy®™.

It is important to note that the Decree of the former President of Ukraine
P. Poroshenko No. 17/2016 On events to celebrate the 10oth Anniversary of the Ukrainian
Revolution outlines specific resolutions for various institutions, including the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Ukraine. It includes dissemination of information materials about the
Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-1921 and its role in European and world history abroad,
aiming to shape Ukraine’s international image as a state with historical experience in
pursuing independent foreign policy, enhancing Ukraine’s political authority in
international relations.

(2) Ukraine vs Poland: controversial historical topics and figures (the image of
Stepan Bandera and the activities of the OUN).

The historical narrative about the image of Stepan Bandera is controversial, both
for Ukraine and for European countries, especially Poland. On the one hand, for

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Ukrainian society, he is a symbol of the struggle against totalitarianism, a kind of
manifesto for moving away from the communist past (since Soviet historiography
strongly condemned Bandera and his activities), and a symbol of the struggle for
Ukraine’s unity and independence. On the other hand, this narrative has a certain
negative impact on the implementation of Ukraine’s strategic foreign policy course, as it
often becomes a stumbling block in dialogue with European partners, especially Poland.

A precedent can be seen in the interstate misunderstanding between Ukraine and
Poland in 2010, when Viktor Yushchenko awarded the title of ‘Hero of Ukraine’ to Stepan
Bandera, which was criticized by the former President of Poland Lech Kaczynski. At the
same time, the European Parliament, on the initiative of Polish MEPs, adopted a
resolution stating that the European Parliament “Deeply deplores the decision by the
oulgoing President of Ukraine, Viktor Yushchenko, posthumously to award Stepan Bandera, a
leader of the Organisation of Ukrainian Nationalists (OUN) which collaborated with Nazi
Germany, the title of ‘National Hero of Ukraine’; hopes, in this regard, that the new Ukrainian
leadership will reconsider such decisions and will maintain its commitment to European
values™.

The next memorial Law concerning Stepan Bandera, which led to another
misunderstanding with European countries, was adopted on April 9, 2015. The Law On
the Legal Status and Honouring the Memory of Fighters for the Independence of Ukraine
in the XX Century. According to the Law, the Organisation of Ukrainian Nationalists
(OUN), headed by Stepan Bandera, was recognised as fighters for the independence of
Ukraine in the XX century. The law also outlined the rights of certain individuals to
receive state and municipal social guarantees™. This caused outrage among one of
Ukraine’s key partners, Poland. During the VIII meeting of the Interparliamentary
Assembly of Ukraine and Poland in June 2015, the Vice-Marshal of the Polish Sejm,
Elzbieta Radziszewska, made a statement that “it would be belter to remove the
controversial provisions of the law on the OUN and UPA™. Subsequently, in 2016, the Polish
Sejm adopted a resolution On the Perpetuation of the Memory of Victims of Genocide
Committed by the Ukrainian Nationalists Against the Citizens of the Second
Rzeczpospolita in 1943-19452. This demonstrates the conflicting viewpoints between
Ukraine and Poland regarding the historical role and actions of the OUN and Stepan
Bandera.

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K. Zarembo also stresses the importance of historical memory in the relations
between Ukraine and Poland in her publication ‘Audit of foreign policy: Ukraine-
Poland™*. In particular, the scholar emphasises that for the Polish side, it is generally
accepted that the activities of Ukrainian nationalists were an act of genocide against the
Polish people, while Ukrainians perceive the OUN as a symbol of patriotism and the
struggle for independence.

Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation in
2022, Poland has become one of Ukraine’s main allies. The country has become a logistics
hub for supplying Ukraine, hosted more than a million Ukrainian refugees, and was one of
the first to impose sanctions against Russia. However, the topic of the controversial
historical narrative of both sides has been repeatedly raised by the Polish leadership. Thus,
during a ceremony commemorating the 79t anniversary of the Volyn tragedy on July 11,
2022, Polish President Aleksander Duda called on Ukraine to recognise the ethnic cleansing
of Poles by the OUN®. At the same time, the President of Poland emphasized: “Those whom
we know were murderers, were also heroes of Ukraine, at a different time and with a
different enemy, and were Kkilled by the Soviet government. They were fighting with deep
faith for an independent, free Ukraine”. This statement can be perceived as an attempt to
reach an understanding and find a consensus between Ukraine and Poland on the past, in
particular the activities of Ukrainian nationalists. In the context of Russian aggression, the
Ukrainian authorities are taking steps to find common ground with Poland on the issue of
the common historical past. An example of such commemorative practice is when the
President of Ukraine, Volodymyr Zelenskiy, participated in a memorial mass with the
President of Poland at the Cathedral Church of Saints Peter and Paul in July 2023 to honor
the victims of the Volyn tragedy. On that same day, Volodymyr Zelensky made the
statement: “Together we honor all the innocent victims of Volyn! Memory unites us! We are
stronger together!™. Respecting the historical past serves as the foundation for
strengthening bilateral ties, fostering critical strategic partnerships, and represents an
important step for countries in pursuing their own strategic foreign policy objectives.
Analysts and international relations experts rightly point out that elevating this emotionally
sensitive issue to the level of political discussions within both Poland and Ukraine creates
favorable conditions for the manipulation of national memory in information propaganda,
leading to a detrimental impact™.

Ukraine’s proximity to European countries and its distinct historical narrative
from Russia was emphasized through practices that condemned the Communist
totalitarian regime and equate it with the Nazi regime.

In 2015, Ukraine adopted the Law On the Condemnation of the communist and
national socialist (Nazi) totalitarian regimes in Ukraine and the prohibition of propaganda
of their symbols®®. At the same time, several laws were also adopted, such as the Law On
Perpetuating the Victory over nazism in the Second World War of 1939-1945; the Law On
access to the Archives of the repressive bodies of the communist totalitarian regime of
1017-1991. By enacting these laws, Ukraine aims to integrate into the European political,
cultural, educational, and legal space, since the Law On the Condemnation of communist
and national socialist (Nazi) totalitarian regimes in Ukraine and the prohibition of
propaganda of their symbols states that the law was adopted in accordance with PACE
resolution 1481 (2006); the European Parliament’s declaration “On the Proclamation of
23 August as a Europe-wide Day of Remembrance for the victims of all totalitarian and
authoritarian regime”; the European Parliament resolution of October 23, 2008 on the
commemoration of the Holodomor, the Ukraine artificial famine (1932-1933); and the
European Parliament resolution of April2, 2009 on FEuropean conscience and
totalitarianism. Historical narratives also play an important role in this process.

Ukraine is claimed to be a victim of the communist totalitarian regime. To confirm
this fact, the following key narratives are used: Ukraine’s accession to the USSR was
violent, with the use of terror methods against the Ukrainian population, while the
population was not in favor of the accession. This explains the demand of Ukrainian
political leaders for international recognition of the Holodomor as a systematic act of
genocide against the Ukrainian nation committed by the Soviet leadership.

In 2006, the Law of Ukraine On the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine officially
recognized the Holodomor as genocide of the Ukrainian people®. The law emphasized
that the mass famine was artificially created by the top leadership of the USSR, resulting
in the elimination of millions of people, the destruction of the social foundations of the
Ukrainian people, and the suppression of its traditions, spiritual culture, and ethnic
identity. Subsequent resolutions, decrees, and orders adopted by the law further
reinforced the narrative that the Holodomor was created to suppress resistance to the
communist regime. In particular, in 2022, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine adopted a
resolution On the Appeal of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to the Parliaments of the
World on the Recognition of the Holodomor of 1932-1933 as Genocide of the Ukrainian

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People in Ukraine. According to this resolution, the Ukrainian parliament calls on
international organisations and parliaments of the world to “restore historical justice”
and recognise the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine as a crime of genocide against
Ukrainian people. The resolution states that Holodomor was artificially created by the
leadership of the USSR to quash resistance to the communist regime. The dissemination
of this narrative is one of the key components of Ukraine’s foreign policy. In 2021,
according to the Decree of the President of Ukraine On Events dedicated to the
90Lh Anniversary of the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine — Genocide of the Ukrainian
People?, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine was ordered to continue its efforts to
secure the recognition of the 1932-1933 Holodomor as a genocide by foreign states and
international organizations; “to ensure that foreign diplomatic missions of Ukraine hold
events dedicated to the 90Lh anniversary of the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine with
the participation of representatives of the Ukrainian diaspora abroad and Ukrainian
organisations abroad”; “to make invitations to participate in official events to be held in
Ukraine dedicated to the goth anniversary of the Holodomor™.

As mentioned above, one of the directions of Ukraine’s foreign policy is to call on
the international community to recognise the Holodomor as an act of genocide against
Ukrainians. As of 2023, 32 countries have officially recognised the Holodomor as
genocide®. Estonia was the first country that officially recognised Holodomor as an act of
genocide against Ukrainian people in 1993. The Baltic Assembly was the first international
organization to recognize it at the interstate level. Several of Ukraine’s strategic partners,
including the United States, Poland, Germany, Canada, France, the Netherlands, the
Czech Republic, and others, have also recognized the Holodomor as a genocide against
the Ukrainian people. The European Parliament’s recognition of the Holodomor as
genocide was particularly significant for Ukraine. The recognition of the Holodomor as
genocide has gained momentum in 2022-2023, likely due to Russia’s military aggression
against Ukraine. Many of the countries that have recognized the Holodomor as genocide
also have memorial monuments dedicated to the victims. Some of these countries also
have practices of commemorating Holodomor victims. Monuments to victims of the
genocide are located in Poland, the United States, Germany, Canada, Italy, the United
Kingdom, Belgium, Argentina, and Australia. This effort is important for Ukraine because
it demonstrates that the country was a victim of the communist regime, not a supporter
of it. It also aligns Ukraine with the condemnation of totalitarian regimes, thus
reinforcing its proximity to European democratic values and its aspirations for European
integration. Additionally, these efforts are aimed at holding Russia accountable for its
actions, including providing material compensation to Ukraine in the future.

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Thus, in the implementation of its foreign policy, Ukraine insists on the
international community’s recognition of the Holodomor as a systematic act of genocide
against Ukrainian nation in order to suppress the population’s opposition to joining the
USSR. In this way, this narrative becomes one of the points for Ukraine’s proximity to
European democratic values, and accordingly explains the FEuropean integration
aspirations of the state, which are laid down in the foreign policy strategy of the state.

Conclusions. In the context of forming a modern nation, the format of
representation of the past holds undeniable importance for Ukraine. Therefore, the
strategy of formulating Ukraine’s historical policy and official representations of the past
should aim to preserve the ethno-cultural basis while also incorporating the country’s
historical narrative into the broader European historical context, aligning with the
overall strategy of foreign policy implementation. The historical discourse has taken on a
different articulation with the shift in Ukraine’s multi-vector policy towards its European
choice. The narratives that aim to prove Ukraine’s historical proximity to European
countries and/or historical/mental/cultural differences from Russia and reinforce the
Euro-Atlantic geopolitical choice, include the following: (1) the Ukrainian Revolution of
1017-1921 as a manifestation of the struggle for independence and unity of Ukraine,
continuation of the traditions of national statehood; (2) condemnation of the crimes of
the communist totalitarian regime, primarily the demand for recognition of the
Holodomor of 1932-1933 as a systematic act of genocide against Ukrainians created by the
leadership of the Soviet Union.

The European experience of developing standards and practices of politics of
memory and building bilateral and multilateral relations on this basis is relevant for
Ukraine, as Ukraine needs answers to a variety of questions. One such question is: How to
shape the politics of memory while considering national security and foreign policy
strategy. The experience of living in wartime has sparked this discussion. The ability to
build effective relations, improve communication, and learn from others is an important
social skill that is inherent not only in individuals but also in nations and peoples, and is,
in fact, the key to their prosperity.
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Abstract

The article is devoted to the study of the forms and methods of conducting military and
armed conflicts during the 20" - 21* centuries. The main approaches to the study of wars and
military conflicts and the role of international organizations in their settlement are analysed. New
challenges in warfare are explored, including cyber-attacks, hybrid threats, and information
warfare. Based on the analysis of historical events and modern trends, the prospects for the
development of wars and conflicts in the future are predicted, in particular regarding the situation
in Ukraine and other hot spots of the world. The article emphasizes the importance of
understanding the evolution of military conflicts in order to develop effective strategies for
ensuring international security and preventing future conflicts.

The goal of the article is to study the forms and methods of conducting military and armed
conflicts in the 20th-21st centuries.

The methodology of the study is based on the principles of scientificity, systematicity and
objectivity with the use of general scientific methods: analysis and synthesis, systematic analysis
and generalization, comparison.

The scientific novelty of the article lies in the fact that on the basis of state reports,
materials of international mass media and resolutions of world organizations, monographs and
scientific articles, the authors analysed the forms and methods of conducting military and armed
conflicts in the 20™ - 21*' centuries and identified a number of key trends and characteristics that
have important for understanding the current geopolitical situation and predicting future
challenges in the field of international security.

Conclusions. The study revealed key trends in the evolution of military conflicts: increasing
complexity and multidimensionality, impact of technological progress, emergence of new forms of
confrontation (hybrid wars, cyber conflicts). Further hybridization of conflicts, growing role of
technologies and information warfare are predicted. An integrated approach considering military,
technological, social and economic factors is necessary for effective prevention and resolution of
future conflicts.

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UKRAINIAN PEASANTRY OF THE 19™ CENTURY IN THE MATERIALS OF THE COUNTY COURT:
THE MICRO-HISTORICAL DIMENSION IN THE CONTEXT OF EVERYDAY LIFE

Abstract

The object of the article is to systematically highlight the materials of the court archive of
one of the largest districts of Kyiv province, namely Uman district, in particular the court cases in
which peasants were involved. These materials complement the concept of everyday Ukrainian
peasantry in the 19" century.

The research methodology is based on the use of general scientific principles of
historicism, objectivity and a systematic approach in the analysis of historical sources, which are
used in this article. Such special historical methods as descriptive, problem-chronological,
historical-systemic and heuristic ones have proven to be effective.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that for the first time the materials of
the judicial and investigative practice of Uman County Court were used to highlight such an aspect
of everyday Ukrainian peasantry as crimes and punishments. Chronological and thematic
systematization of court cases in which peasants were involved showed a quantitative superiority of
cases about abuse of peasants, peculiar forms of peasant protest in the form of escapes from serf
owners and deviant acts in the pre-reform years. Dissatisfaction with the agrarian reform of 1861
created the basis for the deviant behavior of peasants in the everyday life of the post-reform years.

Conclusions. During the functioning of Uman County Court (1800-1872), 1,817 cases were
postponed in its archive, 269 of which are the materials of court proceedings on the claims of
peasants or their prosecution. Most of the court cases date back to the pre-reform years and
contain evidence of social tension in the villages. But the agrarian reform of 1861, despite its
positive aspects, did not eliminate the reasons for such tension even in the post-reform era. In the
everyday life of the peasantry of the first half of the 19™ century, there was abuse of landowners,
housekeepers and estate managers, which served as a reason for peasants to run away, commit
suicide, commit crimes, and deviant behavior in everyday life. The materials of the district court’s
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judicial and investigative practice show that wealthy peasants appealed to the court regarding the
purchase of land plots. The abolition of serfdom and the gaining of personal freedom by the
peasants did not relieve social tension, and in the everyday life of the peasantry, illegal actions took
place as a manifestation of despair, rudeness and violence.

Abstract

The purpose of the study. The purpose of the publication is to introduce the found author’s
work of V. Khyzhnyakov and its content analysis into the international scientific circulation. Work
methodology. When writing the article, general scientific (methods of synthesis and analysis,
deduction and induction) and special-historical (critical, problem-chronological methods, content
analysis) research methodology was used, which in general ensured the achievement of the tasks
set in the publication. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that for the first time in
Ukrainian historical science, an analysis of the author’s manuscript of a member of the opposition
aristocratic front of northern Ukraine, the mayor of Chernihiv V. Khyzhnyakov ‘About the revision
of volosts in some counties of Chernihiv province in 1888’ was carried out.

The author came to the conclusion that the researched work is an important source from
the history of the Zemstvo liberal movement in the north of the Left Bank of Ukraine, which
illustrates the ideological imperatives of ascetic practical activity of the Zemstvo liberal party of the
Northern Left Bank. The conducted content analysis of the manuscript shows that it contains
generalizations of a conceptual nature that reflect the main intentions of the social and economic
program of the Zemstvo liberal movement, once again proving that the studied trend in the
liberation movement of the Russian Empire in the second half of the 19th century had a self-
sufficient and very promising vision of the future of the Russian Empire. The study of this topic will
allow domestic historiography to significantly increase its achievements in the matter of forming a
doctrinal vision of a large-scale liberation movement in the Russian Empire of the second half of
the 19" century.
