SUMMARY

Tregubenko E., Sorokina G. Psychological and pedagogical characteristics of the
process of acquiring geographic knowledge.

The article gives psychological and pedagogical characteristics of the process of
acquiring geographic knowledge. It is noted that forming geographic knowledge takes place
at three levels of mental reflection of surrounding reality. They are: a sensory-perceptual
level, an idea level and a conception level. Perceptual images are formed at the sensory-
perceptual level (as the result of a treatment of sensations). These images are fundamental
in forming geographic ideas and conceptions. It is stressed that a very important moment in
the process of forming object knowledge is perception. It should not be a passive
contemplation, but it should be a goal-directed observation.

It is noted that at the idea level of the structure of object image is changing when
transferring from feeling and perception to idea. Some its features are underlined (stressed)
and some features are reduced. Conception is defined by leading elements of the content of
geographic knowledge at school. It is reported that one part of them is adopted by pupils on
the basis of ideas, imagination forms, wider conceptions and another is learned by pupils on
the basis of generalization of previous conceptions.

It is emphasized that all the listed levels of mental reflection are correlated in the real life
activity of each person. It is noted that one or another mental process or concrete form of activity
never exists separately on the certain level of reflection, but it defines its specific structure. What
exactly level will be leading depends on the aim of educational activity and tasks.

The interdependence of forming geographic knowledge and different kinds of activity
is emphasized, because knowledge is formed as a result of various activities (activity of
perception, activity of imagination, practical-subject activity) and at the same time the
knowledge will guide and direct an activity. The article defines the main structural
components of the forming process of geographic knowledge — perceiving information about
the object under study, idea consolidation in memory, practical application of knowledge.

The perspective of our research will be an identification of the ways to improve the
efficiency of the process of formation of geographical ideas and concepts.

SUMMARY

Fliarkovska O. Creative self as an integral component of the educational process.

This article is devoted to the results of a survey study of the teachers on the formation
of readiness for creative self in adolescence during extracurricular educational work of an
educational institution. The article focuses on the need to develop creative self in
adolescence. The conditions are necessary for the formation of readiness for creative self-
adolescents. The features of formation of readiness for creative self in adolescence are
defined in the article. The article states that the effectiveness of educational activities in the
class is not at odds with notions of purpose and of its structural components. Usually
educational activities are associated with determining the effect. The impact on identity
formation is specially organized teaching activities whose purpose is the formation of a
teenager with social characteristics and qualities.

It is indicated that educational process plays a significant impact on the development
of adolescent personality and willingness to formation of self-actualization. As in the
extracurricular education a teenager takes some knowledge and behavior, updated personal
values, he formed condition, which is an important component of self-actualization. A willing
teenager is acquired in the process of education, based on a positive attitude to work, the
knowledge and needs, objectification of its subject matter and ways of interacting with him,
a system of educational elements, consisting of a combination of knowledge, skills,
experiences, emotional and value orientations of convictions.

Thus, the study of teachers indicated that a teacher incentives the respondents
understood as the creation of conditions in which young people are included in the activities
with the highest efficiency as the promotion of activities that enables them to express
themselves in a positive sense and promptly evaluate their activities.

The performance of its teachers is mostly associated with the successes and
achievements of teenagers. Thus, the success of the activity they relate to is the implementation
capacities of adolescents. In the study we concluded that a basic requirement in the formation of
readiness for creative self-identity in extracurricular educational work is to create such conditions
that the teenager could be directed to an active, creative activity, revealing its potential and
leads to high levels of activity and independence.
