The contents of the abstract

The dissertation is a comprehensive study, within which the theoretical,
regulatory, organizational and content-procedural foundations of international
cooperation in the field of vocational education and training in the European Union
are clarified.

Within the framework of characterizing the state of development of the
problem of international cooperation in the European Union in the Ukrainian
scientific and pedagogical discourse, it was found that the studied phenomenon is
the subject of scientific interest of a wide range of Ukrainian researchers. It was
established that the problem of international cooperation in the field of vocational
education and training in the European Union did not find sufficient comprehensive
coverage. The result of the structural and logical analysis of Ukrainian scientific
discourse on the investigated problem was revealing the following aspects of its
consideration: 1) security; 2) political; 3) socio-economic; 4) professional-
pedagogical.

It was revealed that the leading areas of research were: policy formation
regarding international cooperation of Ukraine with EU countries in the fight against
terrorism, organized crime and corruption; ensuring economic and cyber security;
expansion of the dialogue format with the European Union in military-political,
military-technical and military aspects under the conditions of martial law in

Ukraine; European integration policy; reforming education systems, including
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vocational education and training, taking into account European trends and strategic
priorities.
Using the method of terminological analysis, the essence of the key concepts

of the study was clarified: “international cooperation”, “vocational education”,

“vocational and technical education”, “vocational education and training”, “initial
vocational education and training”, “continuing vocational education and training”,
as well as a number of other concepts that make it possible to specify the essence of
the phenomenon under study.

The conceptual foundations of the international cooperation development in
the field of vocational education and training in the European Union are highlighted,
which include a number of international cooperation theories, namely: S. Barrett’s
theory of international cooperation, rationalist theory, conflict theory, folk theory,
reputation theory, theory of neoliberal institutionalism, etc.

Prerequisites for the development of international cooperation in the field of
vocational education and training in the European Union are defined, in particular:
formation and development of the first, so-called classical models of vocational
education and training, which were formed in the countries that originated this
process: the market model in Great Britain, the state-bureaucratic model in France
and the corporate model of dual vocational education in Germany, which laid the
foundations for the formation of the national models of vocational education and
training in other European countries by combining certain features of the specified
models; the development of industrial revolutions, the rapid pace of industrialization
of the country, which led to the need for qualified workers with a wider set of skalls.

The stages of the EU policy development in the field of vocational education
and training in general and international cooperation in particular are highlighted.
The first stage — initial (1951-1962) — 1s characterized by the introduction of the
main principles of the European policy in the field of vocational education and
training; the II stage — formation and expansion (1963-1991) — was marked by the
creation and expansion of a network of organizations aimed at providing support to

member states and social partners in the development and implementation of policies
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in the field of vocational education and training, strengthening social inclusion and
the role of skills; the III stage — intensification (1992-1999) — was marked by such
significant events as adoption of the Maastricht Treaty (EU Treaty) and the
announcement of the Lisbon Declaration; the IV stage — institutional integration
based on the synthesis of external and internal components (2000 — until now) —
aimed at achieving the strategic goal of transforming Europe into the most
competitive and dynamic knowledge-based economy capable of ensuring
sustainable economic growth, improving the quality of jobs and ensure social
cohesion of society.

The regulatory foundations of international cooperation in the field of
vocational education and training in the European Union are outlined, in particular,
the following documents: Copenhagen process: enhanced European cooperation in
the field of vocational education and training (2002), Treaty of Lisbon (2009),
Bruges Communiqué on enhanced European cooperation in the field of vocational
education and training for the period 2011-2020 (2010), the Charter of Fundamental
Rights of the European Union (2012), the European Charter of Social Rights (2017),
the Recommendations of the Council of Europe on vocational education and
training, etc.

Within the scope of consideration of the organizational foundations of
international cooperation in the field of vocational education and training, the
essence of the concept of “transfer” is outlined, which means the transfer of
structures, processes, content and practices of VET from the original to the target
context. The levels of transfer are characterized: local, regional and national,
associated with three content elements — products, projects and elements of the
system, as well as levels associated with the degree of implementation of content
elements: imitation, adaptation and transformation. It is proved that at the level of
imitation the structures transferred to another context are identical, at the level of
adaptation they are similar and, accordingly, at the level of transformation they are

significantly different and innovative.
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The national mechanisms and peculiarities of the organization of international
cooperation in the field of vocational education and training in certain European
countries (Austria, Germany, France, Belgium, Switzerland) are outlined, which
generally reflect the European trends in the development of international
cooperation in the field of VET, in particular regarding international mobility,
implementation of joint programs and projects, however, have national specifics
regarding transfer levels and geographical boundaries of the specified cooperation.

The content and procedural foundations of international cooperation in the
field of vocational education and training in the European Union are highlighted.
The role of the European Center for the Development of Vocational Education and
Training (Cedefop) and the European Training Foundation (ETF) in the organization
of international cooperation in the European Union is outlined. The content of
international cooperation programs coordinated by the ETF in a number of regions
(Central Asia; Eastern Partnership; Southern and Eastern Mediterranean; Sub-
Saharan Africa; Western Balkans and Turkey) is characterized, as well as the content
of ERASMUS+ programs and their potential to achieve the goals of international
cooperation in the field of vocational education and training.

In the process of highlighting Ukraine’s potential for the development of
international cooperation in the field of vocational education and training in the
“Ukraine — EU” format, the prerequisites and factors that contributed to the
development of international cooperation in the studied aspect were analyzed. The
content of the analytical reports of the European Commission and the European
Training Foundation is outlined, which highlight the results of research on the state
of vocational education and training in Ukraine, directions for reforming the
specified area, the country’s achievements in this direction, difficulties and
challenges faced by educational policymakers and VET providers in the process of
implementing reforms.

International cooperation projects implemented in Ukraine at the current stage

are outlined, and a number of measures that can be introduced at the national,
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
