SUMMARY

Marufenko H. Voice-strengthening potential of the personality as the basis of
modeling strategy to ensure voice health of the future art teacher.

The paper describes the problem of development of voice-strengthening potential of
the future art teacher. Defined the essence of the concept «voice-strengthening potential of
the personality», which is the sum available, suitable for mobilization of possible internal
sources of identification that are or may be used for the growth of voice health. It is noted
that the voice health is one of the most important conditions of professional efficiency and
social stability of the teachers of art, so the issue of protection of vocal apparatus is an
urgent problem of continuous artistic and pedagogical education.

It is found out that updating individual voice-strengthening potential of a person
manifests itself in the phenomenon of objective-subjective perception of somebody’s own
voice health. The theoretical model of development of the voice-strengthening potential of
art teachers in the system of continuous artistic pedagogical education, the purpose of which
is to develop a culture of voice health and personal voice-strengthening installation, is
presented. The distinctive feature of the proposed model is its flexibility when even the
discreteness of the process is not a sign of failure (collapse), but only a certain extension
stage which does not affect its overall continuity. The process of formation of a voice-
strengthening mindset and, as a result, proper behavior, on practice has individualized and
uneven prolongation, which makes difficult to fixate both cross sections and the final result.

Prerequisites for the development of voice-strengthening potential of art teachers in
the system of continuous artistic pedagogical education are internal (biological and
psychological) and external (social and cultural) conditions. Stages of development of the
phenomenon being examined are the stage of pre-contemplation, contemplation,
preparation, action and technological support. The dynamism of the process is determined by
the level of the psychic-energy intensity arising between the individual desires of the person,
his real and perceived possibilities and actual state of health of his voice apparatus. The
dynamic nature of the model, the vector character, reflecting the individual personality
strategy of future teacher of art on his own voice health is shown.

SUMMARY

Medvedyeva Y. Stimulating positive motivation to cooperation of future music
teachers with the pupils.

The article describes the process of stimulating positive motivation to cooperation of
future music teachers with the pupils. The modern system of higher education requires
significant changes in the direction of humanization of the educational process, preparation
of the future teachers of music to the organization of cooperation with pupils.

Special attention is required for the implementation of the principles and ideas of
collaborative pedagogy, because partnerships and spiritual mutual enrichment provide
efficiency of professional activity of the teacher of music.

1. The relevance and appropriateness of the chosen problem is compounded by the
need to overcome the contradiction between the requirements of the society to ensure the
music teachers experience in the organization of cooperation and a lack of theoretical
foundation of methods and forms of stimulation of positive motivation of students to
cooperation with the pupils.

Stimulating of positive motivation of the future teachers of music to cooperation with
the pupils is the process of activation of students’ aspirations to the partnership, satisfaction
of their needs in the spiritual mutual enrichment with pupils, has a positive aesthetic-
emotional nature.

2. The article considers the group’s motives (cognitive, professional-pedagogical,
social, musical-aesthetic), which stimulate the positive motivation of future teachers to
cooperation with the pupils.

Cognitive motives include: a) the need in experience emotionally aesthetic moods of
the collective music-making; b) a desire to use the cooperation as a training strategy in the
professional musical and pedagogical activity; c) recognition of the significance of the
musical-pedagogical cooperation as a universal norm of relations.

Group motives of professional-pedagogical activity is manifested through: a)the
desire of the future teachers of music to establish, implement contacts with pupils—partners
of a common musical and creative activity; b) the intention to find out the ratio of pupils,
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parents, colleagues to own musical-pedagogical activities; c)the style and character of
interpersonal interaction in the process of artistic creation; d) the adoption and introduction
of proposals of pupils on music implementation (choral and orchestral works).

Social motives are shown: a) to encourage students to friendly communication; b) in
the pursuit of contact and interaction with pupils; c) in creating a cordial, friendly,
emotionally significant relationship.

Musical-aesthetic group motives of future music teachers is manifested in their
aesthetic communicative activities, their desire to share with pupils estimates, thoughts,
feelings, aesthetic values of musical creativity.

The process of stimulation occurs by means of awareness of future music teachers’
motives of cognitive, professional-pedagogical, social and musical-aesthetic activities
through their feeling (of the analysis and the solution of life and professional situations),
comprehension (interviews, discussions, educational discussions and deliberation (for
teaching practice, in the work of musical clubs).

Key words: stimulating, positive motivation, awareness of the motive for the future
teachers of music, professional training of students, preparation of the future teachers of
music to cooperation with pupils, means of stimulating.
