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“Ethnolinguistics in the circle of the humanities” and her experience in the special seminar “The
modern problems of the ethnolinguistics”. The ethnolinguistic approach proposed in the article is
described consistently and includes the following educational and methodological actions: the
study of the word meaning (etymology and interpretation using different lexicographical
sources); the study of the word functioning in the folklore text (mainly in proverbs and sayings);
the observations of everyday practice: ritualized actions, habits, customs, holidays and rites; the
study of the word syntagmatic connections (the lexeme combinability in the selected sources and
the results of the associative experiment). Such a strategy of training activities, in the author’s
opinion, will give the student a comprehensive understandingof of the chosen word meaning. The
work with the etymological dictionaries allows learning about the original structure of the word
and its semantic connections. When the students reconstruct the original meaning of the word,
connects it with related words and concepts, they learn to understand the logic and the
worldview of his ancestors. The comparisons of definitions from different lexicographic sources
are necessary in order to find the core of the lexeme meaning. The analysis of folklore texts
makes it possible to see how the folklore picture of the world reflects the system of people’s ideas
about themselves and the world. The observations of everyday practice allows finding out the
echoes of the past in the usual actions of the people. The five-volume dictionary “The Slavic
Antiquities: the Ethnolinguistic Dictionary” helps to see the traditional in the usual. Studying the
combinability of the lexeme, students discover the important property of the word: in the text the
word has some syntagmatic relations, which add it new connotations and semantic content.

The associative experiment allows finding the word meanings that some social group
give to it. The results of the associative experiment show the modern connotations either fall
in with the traditional views or differ from them.

The main goal for the students when they analyze any lexeme is to see the national
specifics of the word, the range of its meanings and texts where this word can be used. This
approach allows extending the verbal-associative connections, which cannot but affect the
development of the language personality.

SUMMARY

Tytovych Andrii, Vostotska Iryna. The role of the mental state in human activity.

The article analyzes the role of the mental state in human activity. In the professional
activity of specialists, as well as in sports activities, the least studied is the question concerning
the positive result of the influence of the mental state of the subject as a factor in his
psychological sphere. In order to answer this question it is necessary to retrospectively consider
the emergence of the doctrine of the mental states of man and awareness of their role in its
activities. Control and management of the mental state of a person as a subject of activity is a
necessary condition for solving practical problems of improving the efficiency of activities.

It is precisely the needs of pathology that led to the fact that the problem of mental
states was the most developed in applied research. Mental states of man can be classified
according to the age principle that characterizes their leading activity, by types of work in
which these states arise, on the principle of significance and the greatest expressiveness in
them of the essential personal properties of the man. Mental states differ in the degree of
their tension, by force, for the reasons that cause them. Any sign of a mental state can be the
basis of one or another of their classification. It all depends on what tasks the researcher sets
himself, first of all we are influenced by the state in the efficiency of sports activities.

The purpose of the article is to define the role of the mental state of athletes, which
can be used to assess the success of their training activities.

Methods of research: theoretical analysis and generalization of scientific-
methodological literature.

Research results. To perform a theoretical analysis of the relationship between the
effectiveness of sports activities and the mental state of athletes. The practical value of the
results obtained is that methods for assessing the conformity of the mental state have been
developed. Conclusions and perspectives of further exploration. So far, no specific signs of
mental states have been identified that have a positive or negative impact on the success of
motor sports activities.
