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has been developed and theoretically substantiated. The criteria, indicators and
levels of forming teenagers’ artistic-performing values in the process of learning
singing in extracurricular activities are determined. A step-by-step method of
forming teenagers’ artistic-performing values in the process of learning singing in
extracurricular activities has been developed. The effectiveness of the proposed
method of forming teenagers’ artistic-performing values in the process of learning
singing in extracurricular activities was experimentally tested.

The state of research in the psychological and pedagogical scientific
literature and art studies has been clarified. It is determined that the study of this
phenomenon is carried out at different sectoral levels, namely: philosophical,
sociological, psychological, pedagogical, art.

The conceptual and terminological apparatus of the study i1s described, in
particular, the essence of the fundamental concepts of "values" and "artistic-
performing values" is considered. The use of methods of systematization and
generalization has suggested that the organized process of musical perception and
awareness of artistic phenomena, taking into account the age characteristics of
teenagers, 1s one of the most important prerequisites for the formation of artistic-
performing values. The implementation of extracurricular activity is ensured by the
artistic and aesthetic development of the student, his creative abilities, practical
experience, mastering knowledge in the field of domestic and world culture and
art. In addition, artistic orientation contributes to the acquisition of artistic-
performing values during active artistic activity (in our study, singing activity).

Due to the conceptual and retrospective analysis, it was clarified that the
effectiveness of learning singing is determined by the presence of artistic-
performing values, values, tastes and advantages of teenagers. In our study,
attention 1s focused on learning singing in extracurricular activities as a mandatory
component of the forming teenagers artistic-performing values. This is due to the
fact that during learning singing there is an enrichment of performing experience,

the palette of emotional experiences and values 1s expanding.
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Thus, the purpose of learning singing in extracurricular activities is the
personal development of the teenagers, the enrichment of his emotional and
aesthetic experience in the course of perception and interpretations of vocal and
choral works, as well as the formation of tastes, preferences, needs, values during
creative self-realization.

"Values" are understood as the formation of human consciousness, reflecting
actual vital needs, identifying interests, views. Values are considered persistent
beliefs of a person, which are conditioned by the ideal models of the importance of
objects of the surrounding world. Value orientations are complex formations that
reflect different levels and forms of interaction of the social and individual in the
individual and understanding of the processes of the surrounding world. Artistic
and value orientations allow the teenagers to absorb basic artistic values and use
them in life. In the field of art education, values and value orientations are
considered in connection with the problem of development of spiritual culture,
artistic needs, interests, assessments. And it is learning singing that 1s most
effective for involving teenagers in the acquisition of artistic-performing values,
because there is an effective stimulation of emotional-sensual and mental spheres.

The forming of teenagers’ artistic-performing values takes place as a stable
integrative process, which is manifested in aesthetically-figurative emotions for
vocal and choral works, motivation for performing activity, which is subsequently
formed in a certain position of the teenagers’ personality and becomes a
characteristic of his cultural and artistic beliefs.

The component structure of forming teenagers’ artistic-performing values in
the process of learning singing in extracurricular activities has been developed and
theoretically substantiated. According to the results of the study, a defined structure
1S a systematic combination of such components as: motivational-activating,
operational-activity, evaluative-results. The motivational- activating component is
characterized by the presence of a persistent interest of teenagers by singing
activity. Operational-activity is determined by the ability of teenagers to study and

process the phenomena of vocal and choral art. The evaluation-results component
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shows the possibility of teenagers to be aware of vocal and choral works, to
evaluate their artistic content and to manifest themselves in productive learning
singing.

The forming teenagers’ artistic-performing values involved the use of such
functions as: motivational-cognitive, evaluative-emotional, activity-cultural,
creative and reflexive. The criteria, indicators and levels of forming teenagers’
artistic-performing values are distinguished.

The criterion of the motivational-activating component is the degree of
interest in musical art, in particular, learning singing (the interest of the teenager in
the perception of beloved vocal and choral works, an active conscious desire for
mastering vocal and choral material, the need for singing). The criterion of the
operational-activity component 1s the degree of ability to analytical processing and
evaluation of the phenomena of vocal and choral art (the ability to distinguish
expressive means and understand their role in the reproduction of artistic and
figurative content Improve performing skills according to the ideals of beautiful
and highly artistic). The criterion of the evaluative and summary component 1s the
ability to work and creative activity (the presence of favorite vocal and choral
works, authors, performers; the ability to consciously choose the singing
repertoire; the ability to make vocal and choral images).

As a result of the study, the levels of forming teenagers’ artistic-performing
values in the process of learning singing in extracurricular activities were
established: high, medium, low, differing in the degree of motivation and carry out
productive and creative activities.

A gradual experimental method of forming teenagers’ artistic-performing
values in the process of learning singing in extracurricular activities has been
developed. This methodology consists of three stages (exhibiting-survey,
information-evaluative, performing-creative) and envisaged the introduction of
pedagogical conditions (activity; implementation of artistic and dialogic interaction
between participants of the educational process; creation of a positively trusting

hedonistically directed artistic atmosphere of singing training). The first stage-the
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exhibiting-survey is aimed at the formation of interest in teenagers in mastering
skills in order to develop artistic-performing values. The second stage -
information-evaluative — involves mastering teenagers with appropriate musical
skills. The third stage — performing-creative — is focused on the formation of
singing-practical skills and skills in order to develop artistic-performing values of
participants in the educational process.

The methodological basis of the experimental methodology was a number of
interconnected scientific approaches. Among them: multicultural-national, activity-
reflexive, axiological, personal.

The effectiveness of the method of forming teenagers’ artistic-performing
values in the process of learning singing in extracurricular activities has been
experimentally verified, evidenced by the differences in the diagnostic indicators
between the experimental and control groups at the final stage of the research.

The results of the molding experiment have shown positive shifts in the
formation teenagers’ artistic-performing values in the process of learning singing
in extracurricular activities. The application of statistical methods for qualitative
and quantitative analysis of the obtained information allowed the following
generalizations: positive shifts were recorded in the motivational-intricate sphere,
with the dynamics of changes in the experimental group of teenagers surpassing
that of the control group; at the final stage of the experiment, the levels of
formation of artistic-performing values among pupils in the experimental group
were higher in all criteria compared to the corresponding levels in the control
group.

Therefore, the methodology developed during the research for forming
teenagers’ artistic-performing values in the process of learning singing in
extracurricular activities can be considered effective.

The scientific novelty of the obtained research results lies in the fact the for
the first time:

- the essence, content, structure, and functions of artistic-performing

values, along with the criteria, indicators, and levels of its formation are defined as
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a set of artistic needs, interests, assessments, attitudes, experiences about learning
singing, the level of assimilation allows the pupils to be aware of basic artistic
values and acting are determined adequately in certain educational and life
situations;

- the methodology for forming the teenagers’ artistic-performing values,
implemented through exhibiting-survey, information-evaluative, performing-
creative stages, 1S developed, theoretically substantiated, and experimentally
verified. This methodology is based on the relevant theoretical and methodological
foundation.

The concept of “formation of artistic-performing values™ as a purposeful
integrative process, which is manifested in aesthetically-figurative emotions in
relation to vocal and choral works, motivation for performing activity, which is
later formed in a certain position of the pupul's personality and becomes a
characteristic of his cultural and artistic beliefs is clarified.

The content of teenage students’ art education is improved.

Ideas about the essence and content of teaching musical art in order to
develop artistic-performing values, as well as the methodological foundations of
their artistic learning have been further developed.

The practical significance of the research results is determined by the
possibility of using its theoretical provisions and methodological developments in
the preparation of students in pedagogical universities for artistic work with
schoolchildren. This can be done during the updating of the content of art lessons
and extracurricular activities, as well as in the appropriate use of the developed
criteria and indicators for the formation of artistic-performing values in the practice
of assessing the artistic achievements of pupils.

The findings of the dissertation research can serve as a basis for updating the
content of educational disciplines such as “Methods of Music Education™ and
“Methods of General Music Education™.
