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professional training of future medical teachers are diverse: specialists training on various
doctoral programs, working as an assistant professor, certification programs of psychological
and pedagogical training. Advanced training of medical school teachers takes place on
various certification courses and programs.

The analysis of these programs proves their following peculiarities: 1) focus on the
development of leadership qualities of teachers; 2) emphasis on communicative skills of
teachers and effective interpersonal interaction; 3) implementation of the newest methods of
evaluation and feedback; 4) development of team work skills, in particular, in scientific work;
5) focus on the latest technical means of teaching, distance learning, and 6) the emphasis on
continuous improvement of curricula and syllabi in order to identify inaccuracies and respond
quickly to the challenges of time. The effectiveness of teachers’ training at every stage is
ensured by the early response to the educational system’s challenges and the needs of time.

SUMMARY

Levrints (L6rincz) Marianna. Implementing constructivism in the system of teacher
education and approaches to foreign language teaching in the USA.

Constructivism has emerged as a central conceptual orientation of the American
educational system, thus exerting a considerable impact on the theoretical discourse,
approaches to foreign language teaching and respectively on the foreign language teacher
education. This paper thus reflects on the nature of this influence in terms of implementation
of underlying principles of constructivism into the system of language teacher education, its
potential benefits, as well as approaches to foreign language instruction in the USA. A
number of complementary research methods have been applied, namely analysis, synthesis,
generalization of effective pedagogical practices. The new philosophical-epistemological

stance has underscored the necessity for re-conceptualizing and reorganizing traditional
models of foreign language teacher preparation, together with reformulation of roles
assumed by language teachers in various socio-cultural contexts.

Constructivist paradigm has brought about a dramatic shift in the field of foreign
language teaching, leading to the development of a number of innovative approaches, for
instance, task-based language learning, content-oriented language learning, cognitive
academic language learning approach, blended learning and some others. Many of the
contemporary approaches require on the teacher’s part integrated knowledge of linguistics
and subject-specific content, target language command, together with the knowledge of
disciplines included in the curriculum of education institutions, for instance, history,
mathematics etc. Language teacher educators are thus posed with serious challenges, who
are expected to bring into congruence theoretical advancements prompted by constructivism
research with multifarious aspects of teacher education practice, involving modification of
didactic approaches, principles, techniques, content of teacher education, its various tiers,
e.g. teacher induction, development etc. Benefits of incorporating the underlying principles of
constructivism into language teacher education are substantial as compared to more
traditional models, in terms of development of professional awareness, overcoming
stereotypical views and biases of future teachers. Nevertheless, constructivism should be
viewed as only one of the possible alternatives in the conceptual foundation of language
teacher education. Limiting the approaches and content of teacher education to one
conceptual framework may result in uncritical, skewed attitude of future teachers towards
their understanding of the nature of teaching and professional development.
