The main scientific result of the dissertation lies in the creation of theoretical and
methodological foundations for the development of economic strategies for security-
oriented enterprise development, based on the formation of a theoretical basis, the
results of the analysis of conditions and prerequisites for this type of enterprise
development in the national economy, a set of concepts and components for developing
economic strategies for security-oriented enterprise development, and the use of
established tools for their development and response to threats to security-oriented
enterprise development.

The thesis demonstrates that the concept of "enterprise development" is derived
from the general philosophical category of "development.” A semantic field of
development is provided, and a semantic pyramid of the formation of the concept of
"enterprise development” is constructed. The nature of enterprise development is
revealed through its contexts (process, activity, possibility, result, condition, etc.). A
classification of types of enterprise development is presented based on several criteria.
Approaches to understanding and the contexts of enterprise economic security are
analyzed. The essence of security-oriented enterprise development is revealed by
identifying the dialectical relationship between enterprise development and its
economic security, combining the contexts of concepts used in disclosing the essence
of such development. Based on the combination of the contexts of enterprise
development and its economic security, as well as metaphors for understanding the
enterprise, a space of meanings is created to understand the essence of security-oriented
enterprise development.

A theoretical basis has been established for the development of economic

strategies for security-oriented development of domestic enterprises, revealing the
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content and purpose of its elements, which include the theoretical foundations of
strategic enterprise management, understanding the essence of security-oriented
enterprise development at the national economy level and the economic strategy of
individual enterprises, axioms for the development of such strategies, requirements for
their content, conditions and prerequisites for this type of enterprise development in
Ukraine, assessment of the prerequisites for security-oriented development of domestic
enterprises, concepts for developing economic strategies for security-oriented
development and their content, as well as tools for addressing threats to the security-
oriented development of enterprises.

The institutional and phenomenological conditions for security-oriented
enterprise development in Ukraine are analyzed. The institutional conditions are
described using a set of widely recognized indices (rule of law, protection of property
rights, economic freedom, state fragility, and perception of corruption). The
consequences of reaching a critical threshold for each of these indices in terms of
security-oriented enterprise development are demonstrated. The phenomenological
conditions are described as the consequences of the ongoing military aggression
against Ukraine since February 2022.

The prerequisites for security-oriented enterprise development are divided into
opportunities and threats, and their descriptions are provided. To quantitatively assess
the prerequisites for security-oriented enterprise development, based on Lewin's force
field theory and Saaty's AHP, an evaluation model has been developed, including rules
and tools for interpreting its results. The content and purpose of the model are revealed,
and its general analytical form (additive-multiplicative) is provided. A matrix for
analyzing the prerequisites has been developed, and the significance of each
opportunity and threat within the prerequisites is assessed. This allowed for the
formation of separate clusters of opportunities and threats within the prerequisites for
security-oriented enterprise development, ranked by their significance. The rules for
interpreting the model's results have been developed. Key conclusions essential for the
development of economic strategies for security-oriented enterprise development have

been drawn.
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A set of concepts for developing economic strategies for security-oriented
enterprise development has been established: adaptability as an inherent characteristic
of the enterprise, the fundamental choice of enterprise activities, prioritization of
security-oriented development, target typification of development, target vectorization
of development, ways to respond to threats, resource-based foundation, and strategic
approach. The content of these concepts is disclosed to facilitate their further
operationalization, enabling the translation of the conceptual ideas into practical
application through appropriate tools.

To develop a security-oriented enterprise development strategy, a component-
based approach was used, which highlights the following strategy components: the
operationalized idea of "co-opetition" by B. Nalebuff and A. Brandenburger, the
PARTS model, scenarios for changing its elements, and ways to respond to enterprise
development threats. The content of each component is disclosed. It is shown that with
the component-based approach, the security-oriented enterprise development strategy
transforms from a static plan with predefined actions into a combination of strategy
components that can be adjusted as necessary, both during the development phase and
during implementation.

To neutralize or slow down the development of threats to security-oriented
enterprise development, a set of response methods has been formulated, described
using proposed criteria that characterize the specific features of these methods. The
advantages and disadvantages of the response methods are characterized, and the
appropriateness of using each method for enterprises of different sizes is shown. The
need for resources when applying the methods is also described.
