Kulbabska Olena. Adjective halfpredicative construction in the focus of lexical and syntactic semantics

The article clarifies the terminological meaning of the concepts “predicativeness”, “half-predicativeness”, “halfpredicative
construction”, “halfpredicative syntactic connection”, “halfpredicative semantic-syntactic relations”, “secondary predication”.
The definition of these syntactic terms remains an actual problem of theoretical grammar today. The author states that all grammatical
categories are in a simple complex sentence. Its main feature is asymmetry, because in terms of structure simple complex sentences belong
to the class of monopredicative units, and in terms of semantics — to non-elementary ones. The article also summarizes different types
of complicating components. The central place among them is occupied by separated secondary members of the sentence (according
to the traditional classification) or semi-predicative constructions (according to the latest classification). The main component of semi-
predicative constructions are adjectives, adverbs, and nouns. It has been investigated that the concept of “halfpredicativeness”
and “halfpredicative construction” is closely related to the morphological nature of individual words, their semantics and the possibilities
of establishing syntactic connections in a sentence. In particular, the meaning of an adjective is formed not by the concept of objects
of reality, but by the concept of qualities, relations, belonging. In addition, the adjective most often enters the syntactic structure
of the sentence not independently, but as part of a substantive group of different semantics. In lexical-grammatical unity, the adjective
not only clarifies the semantics of the main noun, but also specifies its meaning in the attributive and predicative positions. It is proved
that abstract nouns in the basic structure of the sentence, although devoid of denotation, can simultaneously form the semantics
of the statement. Under this condition, they become the signifier for the adjectival halfpredicative construction.

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The paper deals with typology, functioning and verbal representation of speech acts of control in English dominant parental discourse.
The concept of speech acts of control has been clarified then directive of order, directive of demand, directive of prohibition and directive
of warning types have been singled out. The analysis of linguistic forms of directive of order, directive of demand, directive of prohibition
and directive of warning utilized by parents in dominant communication has been carried out. The analysis of the control speech
acts by levels of directness in dominant parental discourse reveals the prevalence of direct mode stipulated by parental higher social
position and authority. It was found out that linguistic forms of directives of order are affirmative imperative constructions and negative
imperative constructions, lexico-grammatical level of directives of order are represented by imperative sentences comprising verbs that
call for action completion or denote action cessation. It was revealed that when conveying categorical requirements, impolite and even
disrespectful attitude, directives of order include negative-evaluative adjectives, obscene words. Linguistic expression of directives
of demand are affirmative utterances containing volitional verbs. Directives of prohibition in dominant parental discourse are
represented by affirmative constructions with verbs naming ban and disallowance. The category of modality is also employed for verbal
representation of the directive of prohibition. The directives of warning are represented by imperative and affirmative constructions
with modal verbs of obligation, negative imperative constructions and affirmative constructions with prohibitive nomination, negative
constructions of egocentric character. The analysis of the lexical and syntactic means that comprise speech acts of control makes it
possible to single out structural models containing addressing. This paper aims to compensate for the lacunae that are currently present
in the field of English dominant parental discourse study in terms of speech act representation.

Introduction. The modern linguistic studies are focusing
on discourse pragmatics that involves principles and terms
of interaction, communicative strategies and tactics utilized
in a number of socially meaningful situations, where family
communication influences all aspects of life and socio-
communicative activities of the individual. The behavior
of communicators as a social interaction is formed due to
the objectives and regulated by the principles and norms,
realized according to the strategies and tactics of speech
interaction that are represented by certain speech acts.

In recent years, there has been an increasing interest in
discovering aspects of directive speech acts in a varied
institutional and non-institutional discourse. The issue
of qualitative representation of directive speech acts types
in movies has received critical attention [1; 2; 3; 4]. The
considerable work has been also devoted to verbal means
of the directive speech acts realization with emphasis on
word-forming and functional features of verbs employed in
speech acts [5], directive types and their linguistic forms [6;
7; 8], semantic and structural characteristics of directives in
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journalistic discourse [9], characteristics of the propositional
content of complex and compound directives [10]. Research
on the subject within varieties of family discourse types
has been mostly restricted to investigating directives as
means of strategies and tactics implementation [11; 12;
13]. Previous studies have reported that directives are
employed by an authoritarian child discursive personality
in strategies of negative authoritarianness within the tactics
of appealing to the addressee’s emotions, creating a reward
image, exerting mediated influence through a third person,
and showing pretend kindness [11, p. 11]. Directives are
also utilized in strategies of authoritative dominance
in asymmetrical  siblings’ communication [12],
and for implementation of the volitional speech impact
by tactics of prohibition, punishment, sanction imposing
and compulsion in the parental discourse [13].

Materials and methods. The aim of this study is to clarify
the notion of speech act of control and single out varieties
of directives representing it in dominant parental discourse,
as well as to analyze their linguistic forms with emphasis on
employed verbs. To achieve the aim the following methods
were applied: the interpretive-textual analysis was used to
single out the dialogic fragments of parent-child dominant
interaction in English parental discourse; the method
of pragmatic analysis that allowed to determine the notion
of speech act of control and the types of directive speech
acts; the pragma-discursive approach allowed to analyze
the linguopragmatic peculiarities of directive speech acts
of English dominant parental discourse; the methods
of lexico-semantic and lexico-grammatical analysis, which
ensured the identification of the linguistic peculiarities
of the directive speech acts through the linguistic means on
the lexical and grammatical levels.

Discussion. Communicative domination is defined as
the ability of a communicative leader to control the partner’s
speech and non-speech behavior in the process of interaction
[14, p. 74]. The dominance is treated as a sociolinguistic
category, where the central core is represented by
linguistic means of verbalization of the concept of power,
and its peripheral zone includes the discursive embodiment
of asymmetric communicative relations [15]. Thus,
dominance is determined by higher social status, actualizing
the right of the speaker to influence, impose and control.
English dominant parental discourse is viewed as a family
communication involving parents and their children when
parents’ manifest authority and social power based on age,
role and status preponderance. The objectives of parental
discourse are upbringing and socializing as well as
knowledge transference and skills development. Parents’
desire to always take initiative, to fully control child’s
thoughts and actions revealed in their communicative
dominance. The communicative dominance in parental
discourse also involves the demonstration of initiative,
turn-taking, topic control.

Speech act is an elementary = component
of communication, presupposing that “we do something
in saying something” [16, p. 12]. According to Speech
Act Theory it is a three-component formation. The speech
act in relation to the language used for its performance is

a locutionary act. The speech act in relation to the purpose
and a number of conditions of its implementation is
an illocutionary act [17]. The speech act due to the influence
it exerts on the addressee is treated as a perlocutionary act.
Depending on whether it is attached to illocution, they
distinguish associated and non-associated perlocution. The
former is in parallel with the illocution of a certain type,
they are caused by illocution and propositional content
of the speech act. The latter is not tied to illocutionary types
and usually has only proposed character [18, p. 193—194].
The influence is included in the speaker’s intention as
a perlocution purpose. The illocutionary aim is to express
the action by which this influence is carried out [19]. The set
of perlocution and illocution purposes is the communicative
intention of the speaker. Intention causes the intensification
of the mental scheme of speech action, which with
the participation of discursive tactics and a discursive
context causes the choice of means of implementation
of the speech act [18, p. 189]. J. Serl’s speech acts typology
is based on an illocutionary goal of expression therefore he
distinguishes assertive, commission, directive, declarative,
expressive speech acts [17]. Other typologies that have
been developed on speech acts also include directives
(D. Waunderlich, K. Bach and M. Harnish, B. Fraser,
G. Leech, G. Pocheptsov).

The category of directiveness is two-folded. On the one
hand, it denotes the directive modality, the main form
of which is the imperative morphological form of the verb,
and on the other — the category of communicative directive,
which is characterized by a special functional type
of'a sentence — the imperative sentence [20, p. 7]. Directives’
illocutionary purpose is in making the listener to perform
an action. At the heart of the directive lies the speaker’s
will. According to Searle, there are five types of directive
speech acts; command, request, permission, prohibition
and question. According to Yule [23, p. 53] directive speech
act is classified into command / order, request, invitation,
warning, prohibition, and suggestion. And we use Yule’s
classification as basic in the current paper.

Ervin-Tripp defines social control acts as utterances
designed to bring about a change in the behavior of the other
[22]. In this paper the term speech acts of control is used
to describe directive acts that are employed by parents
in English dominant parental discourse to realize their
communicative intentions of social and situational control.
Shoshana Blum-Kulka in her article on politeness in family
discourse discusses modes of control acts. The direct mode
is expressed by explicit naming of the act to be performed;
the conventionally indirect mode is expressed via questions
in regard to the preparatory conditions needed to perform
the act, as conventionalized in any given language;
the non-conventional indirect mode, expressed by hints
[23, p. 8]. The analysis of the control speech acts by
levels of directness in dominant parental discourse reveals
the prevalence of direct mode. The analysis of the directive
speech act is focused on the utterances utilized by parents
interacting with their children in situations of dominance
characterized by verbal and non-verbal confrontation,
criticism of opponent’s activity or personality, an emotional
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breakdown between speakers; increase of emotional
and spatial distance between participants, deliberate
accentuation of parental status. The findings show that
there are four types of directive speech acts commonly used
by parents in dominant family communication. They are
order, demand, prohibition and warning; the choices are
determined by situational factors.

The directive of order is characterized by a categorical
assertion and obligation to perform an action as the speaker
exerts overall control. The key element of the directive
utterance is a verb denoting a required action: “Tell me
how long this has been going on, Abby. Be honest”, Leonie
commanded her (C. Kelly, p. 536).

Structural-semantic types of utterances that represent
directives of order are imperative sentences of affirmative
and negative forms that convey the necessity of action
completion or keeping from its completion: “Danny!”
hissed his mother. “‘Keep your voice down. We re not here
to assess their net worth. Don t turn the plates upside down
to see where they came from” (C. Kelly, p. 363).

Directive of order that requires completion of a physical
action my preface speech acts of request employed for
developing the conversation: “Sit down, boy — said father,
not raising his eyes. — You were a help to your mother
and sister in closing the house?” Yes, Father, said boy”
(A. Burgess).

Within the directive speech act of order represented by
imperative utterance, insistence is enhanced by non-verbal
components of a prosodic type: Kate said firmly, “Annie,
open the door! You can be quiet, but I must see you!” There
was no answer to this (C. Cookson, p. 235).

Parents use speech acts of control for child’s
guidance when providing instructions concerning actions
of a household nature. When interacting with preschool
and primary school children, the direct mode turns out to be
preferable, due to the higher social position and authority
that replace all sorts of arguments: “I'm nipping to
the shops™”. “Ok, Dad”. “Make sure you brush your teeth
before I get back”. “Ok, Dad. I will” (Ch. Mitchell, p.138).

The directive of order is used by parents to correct
children’ misbehavior:

“NYEEEEEEE? Nyeh-nyeh nyeeeeh nyeh?” “Kevin,
stop it! Thats enough. Let Mommer and Daddy talk” —
“NYEH-nyeh, NYEEEE nyeh—! Nyeh nyeh-NYEEH-!"

“I mean it, Kevin, quit the nyeh-nyeh or we re leaving”
(L. Shriver, p. 64). At the lexico-grammatical level they are
represented by imperative sentences comprising verbs that
denote action cessation: sfop Ta quit.

Speech acts of control in English dominant parental
discourse are regularly employed to exercise parents’
unlimited power. Directives of order in dominant discourse
convey categorical requirements, impolite and even
disrespectful attitude to partner of communication: “Fucking
liar, what are yi?” “I am not lying, Dad.” “Shut the fuck up,
liar, you speak when I tell you to speak. Did you hear me?”
“Yeah”. “Only speak when I tell you to speak” (Ch. Mitchell,
p- 140). The use of interrogative structures with the lexical
unit of negative-evaluative semantics attest to speaker’s
intention of offending and humiliating the child. Informal

intensifiers and obscene words reveal his aggression. The
speaker clearly explicates the norms that are not violated
and use the adverb only, while elliptical sentences enhance
expressiveness and emotiveness of directives.

If linguistic expression of directives contains markers
of requests will+you +imperative form, intention of order
is conveyed by the choice of rude way of telling a daughter
to keep silent and intonation of anger and discontent: “You
can't make me go to church”, Brenda said. “I ain't got
nothing to wear, and you know it” “Brenda, will you shut
vour mouth? " his mother said sharply,; then more wearily,
“We got a lot more than Easter clothes to worry about”
(K. Paterson, p. 46).

Parents dominance is also revealed in directives
of demand when they call for doing something in
an authoritarian way. The directive is represented by I want
you construction the key element of which is a volitional verb.
It is followed by the affirmative containing the evaluative
adjective that refers to child’s age and functions as a marker
of insufficient adulthood and inability to make responsible
decisions: ‘I want you to do it immediately! You are too
small to understand the real importance of it for your
future” (E. Blair).

The directive is also represented by I dont want
construction: “I’ve got an English essay to do by tomorrow
morning”.” I don t want to hear anything through the ceiling
this afternoon, apart from the sound of sweat dripping onto
textbooks_ ( Script— Educator, p. 67). Indirect mode of order
actualization in a special question form that functions as
a rhetoric question in compliance with affirmative sentence
that informs about child’s turn to fulfil the household chore
signal the requirement to complete the action immediately:
“Melanie, Abigail and Daniel!” yelled Leonie. “Why is this
house such a pit? It’s vour turn to tidy up. Twenty minutes
each, that’s all I'm asking for” (C. Kelly).

The directive of prohibition is a preventive act based
on a presupposition that an addressee has an intention
to perform an action that is undesirable for the speaker
[5, p- 87]. The semantics of the prohibition is represented by
lexical and grammatical means of the category of negation.
Directives of prohibition in dominant parental discourse are
represented by affirmative constructions with verbs naming
ban and disallowance: “And you know damn well you're
not allowed to go out on a school night. You pull that again
and you are grounded for two weeks. Got that, mister?”
“Okay, okay...I told you I was sorry.” Oliver nodded.
The boy looked odd (D. Steel: Daddy, p. 107). To address
the child parents use you — pronoun in passive constructions
that convey the idea of parents’ dominance when children
are treated as objects of influence. Elliptical interrogative
constructions are utilized to get the confirm that the child
got the banning message and accepts the punishment.

The category of modality is also employed for verbal
representation of the directive of prohibition. Subjective
modality, represented by combination of modal verb
of semantics of allowance with negative particle not, provide
the categorical denial You cant have any more. Linguistic
means of categories of modality provide argumentation in
the representation of the speaker’s position. To understand
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his argumentation on the general background of motivation,
the speaker attracts the modality of the possibility You might
want, which is limited by the conjunction of the opposition
of but. “But [ want”, sobbed Ronan, snot and tears all over
his trembling chin. “But I want, Mum. I want,  want, [ want”.
“You cant have any more, Ronan. You might want but you
can't have, okay? You'’ve had enough, all right? You'll be
sick if you have any more today. You can have some more
tomorrow, if you're a good boy and eat up all your dinner”.
“But I want now, Mum, I want right now”. “You're not
getting any more and thats final. So shut it, Ronan”

(T. Parsons, p. 86).

As directive is intended at action completion it is of vital
importance to check in comprehension. Therefor parents
use metacommunicative utterances Okay, All Right to get
the feedback from children, that contributes to the efficiency
of directives:

Parents resort to speech acts of control to put some
restrictions of child’s freedom to move outside the place
of living until the desired action is performed. In a direct
mode using present-continuous-structures, the negative
form of verbs with the semantics of permission or motion
not letting, parents realize their dominance: “Who is he?”
her father shouted at her again and again. “'I'm not letting
vou out of this room until you tell me” (D. Steel: The Gift,
p- 90).

In English parental dominant discourse, we observe
combination of speech acts of control. Thus, the directive
of prohibition is followed by directive of order:

“It’s okay, Mel...it’s pink...you’ll like it...” “I don’t
care. I’'m not moving here. I’ll stay with Carole and Debbie”.
“No, you won’t”. Oliver’s voice was quiet and firm. “You’ll
move here with the rest of us. And I’ve gotten you into
excellent school”

(D. Steel: Daddy, p. 170).

Directive of warning is represented by imperative form
of the intransitive phrasal verb that means being careful are
used by parents to notify children about danger: He brought
the razor blades back, showed Lindsey how to change them,
and gave her a few pointers on how best to shave. “Watch
out for the ankle and the knee,” he said. “Your mother
always called those the danger spots” (4. Sebold, p. 158).

Parents may preface the directive of warning with
utterances containing negative particles to convey the idea
of disapproval. The directive of warning is represented by
you-+should not construction: “It’s not such a good idea.
I don t like it. You shouldn't be so careless. Are you in love
with Peter?” (A. Frank).

Parents exploit the right to monitor and supervise
different aspects of children’s life, to influence them by
imposing opinions, values, ideas when combining acts
of control of the certain types: directive of prohibition,
directive of order, directive of demand: “Do you want me
to stay with the nuns?” she asked, hoping he would tell her

she could stay at home. Living at the convent away from
her family terrified her. But if he told her to leave, she had
nowhere else to go. “You can't stay here,” her father said
firmly, “and you cant keep the baby. Go to the Sisters
of Charity, give up the baby, and then come home . And then
he dealt the final blow to her soul. “I don t want to see you
until then. And I don t want you seeing your mother or your
sister” (D. Steel: The Gift, p. 93). To verbalize a particular
desire parents involve negative imperative constructions,
affirmative constructions with prohibitive nomination,
negative constructions of egocentric character. They use
emotionally-colored vocabulary with negatively evaluative
nature to intensify the dominant nature of interaction.

To get the attention of children while actualizing
speech acts of control parents use addressing and resort to
the following structures:

a) name+ infinitive: Annie, open the door

b) infinitive +boy Sit down, boy

¢) you + imperative. you speak when I tell you to speak

d) I + negative form + want + infinitive+ you: / don't
want to see you

e) you+ negative form of modal verbs+ infinitive: You
can 't stay here.

f) yout+negative form of modal verbs+ to be+ adjective:
You shouldn t be so careless.

g) I’'m + negative form + verb ing+ you: I'm not letting
you out of this room.

Thus, a variety of addressing are represented by personal
names, gender nominations, you-nominations.

Results. These findings suggest that speech acts
of control are directives employed by parents in English
dominant parental discourse for manifesting their authority
and power while realizing intentions of social and situational
control. Types of directive speech acts functioning in
English dominant parental discourse are directive of order,
directive of demand, directive of prohibition and directive
of warning. The evidence from the study indicates that
the basic structural types of speech acts of order are
imperative sentences of affirmative and negative forms.
The directives of demand are represented by affirmative
constructions containing evaluative adjectives, while
affirmative constructions of directives of prohibition contain
lexical and grammatical means of the category of negation.
The directives of warning are represented by imperative
and affirmative contractions with modal verbs of obligation.
Speech acts of control are marked by the usage of non-verbal
components of prosodic type. The results of the study also
indicate that directive acts of control contain addressing to
children employed by parents in English dominant parental
discourse.

The perspectiveresearch endeavors in this framework can
be focused on the study of speech acts variability employed
by parents and their children in English partnership parental
discourse with regard to gender and age factors.

Klochko Larysa. The role of the addresser in expressions of praise (based on the material of English artistic discourse)

The article is devoted to the investigation of the addresser s role in expressions of praise. It has been found that praise is a context-bound
communicative phenomenon. An important distinguishing feature of expressions of praise is their functioning in communicative situations
of cooperation. It has been established that the situation creates a communicative context in which the person's speech activity is carried
out. It is proven that the role of the addresser in the general model of the cooperation situation is extremely large: first of all, the addresser
determines the content of the message and its illocutionary force. The addresser is a specific individual immersed in the discourse, it is
he who forms the purpose and plan of speech behaviour in the discourse, controls and corrects it. It has been found that the addressee
receives information about the addresser from linguistic and paralinguistic data. In this way, the addresser forms the character and tone
of communication. The characteristics of the addresser that influence the effectiveness of expressions of praise are determined, namely: age,
authority, status and prestige, personal thesaurus. It has been established that the communicative status of the initiator of praise and his social
status do not always coincide. In situations where there is an expression of praise, the addresser takes a dominant position, and the addressee
takes a subordinate position, that is, the addresser uses praise as a “downward” strategy. It has been found that macro textual components
of the situation, primarily social relations between communicators, play an important role in the functioning of the expression of praise. It
has been established that the communicative status of an individual is determined by his role (actions, thoughts, feelings). It has been studied
that the communicative status can be rigid and variable depending on the role of communicators within a specific situation, namely their
desire for communicative cooperation, rivalry or conflict. It has been found that at the macrotext level, the situation of cooperation can be
symmetrical or asymmetrical, if we take into account the status relations between the communicators.

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The article is devoted to the analysis of the influence of gender factor on the speech behavior of communicants. With the emergence
of gender linguistics, the range of scientific interests in linguistics is significantly expanding. Stereotypes of femininity and masculinity,
gender asymmetries, as well as peculiarities of speech and communication behavior of men and women are studied in more detail. In our
research we are guided by the fact that gender is a general scientific category that explains the behavior of men and women based on
biological sex and in relation to the social and cultural norms of a particular society. The main method of research is contrastive analysis,
which makes it possible to compare and distinguish the differential features of male and female speech. The study of communicative
behavior is carried out on the basis of discourse analysis. The heuristic method which involves the collection of previously recorded
research material is also applied. The research material is the works of the modern English authors M. Dunn “Ex-Girlfriends United”
and J. Kaplan “The Men I Didn't Marry”.

The analysis of the characteristics of male and female speech behavior makes it possible to conclude that there are generally accepted
typical characteristics of the speech behavior of men and women in every society based on moral and ethical norms, as well as cultural
characteristics. They can vary depending on a number of other factors other than biological features: mental composition, character,
profession, role in society, status, type of temperament, etc. Since society imposes certain rules and standards of behavior of men
and women on individuals, it is necessary to be aware of these features and take them into account in the process of communication.

Introduction. Regular gender studies began to be
conducted by linguists relatively recently. Increased
interest in issues of the interaction of language and gender
is associated with the formation and development
of sociolinguistics as a branch of linguistics.
Sociolinguistics is a scientific discipline that develops
at the intersection of linguistics, sociology, social
psychology and ethnography. It studies a wide range
of problems related to the social nature of language, its
social functions, the mechanism of social factors influence
on language and the role that language plays in society
[1, p. 738]. The interaction of language and gender is
considered by scientists in the study of social variability
of language — the difference in the use of language tools
by representatives of different age, gender, social groups
in one communicative situation [2; 3; 4; 5; 6].

The process of communication of an individual with
other people produces a complex and extensive network
of relationships. Communicators can, in addition to
other sources of information, judge each other based on
speech actions. That is why it is quite natural to consider
such expressions as thanks, apologies, congratulations,
reprimands, threats, etc. as action elements. These
actions in combination with non-verbal ones regulate
the interpersonal relations of communicators — the one who
speaks and the other who listens.

In order to find out who, with whom and under what
circumstances comes into contact, it is worth paying
attention to society as a whole with its social institutions,
family, national, cultural and ethnic traditions and norms.
At this level, there is the interweaving of psychological
andsociological problems. Thisrefers to the rules of behavior,
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social and individual relationships, age characteristics,
development of various abilities. In this regard, the concept
of communicative behavior which allows analyzing
human activity in the process of exchanging information
becomes important. The term “communicative behavior” is
understood as the process of implementing a set of lingual
and extralingual means of communication and goals,
the choice of which depends on the communication
situation, as well as status characteristics of communication
participants and their roles. The communicative nature
of speech aims to investigate how verbal and non-verbal
means of communication are used to achieve a successful
exchange of information [4].

The analysis of speech activity as a part of activity is
generally impossible without studying the communicative
behavior of communication participants. Men and women
try to speak the language that society and they consider
typical for their gender. There is no concept of “male” or
“female” language, attention is focused on two main styles
of communication associated with male or female speech
behavior — masculine and feminine, and the choice of one
of them is determined not by gender, but by gender self-
identification of the individual.

Therefore, when studying speech and generally
communicative behavior, the gender factor is taken into
account. It is considered as one of the main parameters by
which the social identity of the interlocutor is constructed
in communication. Today, it is studied in interaction with
other parameters — status, age, social group, etc., but a single
concept or methodology for studying this phenomenon in
communication does not yet exist. Gender is a continuous
process of society producing differences in male and female
roles, mental and emotional characteristics, and speech
behavior. Taking into account the demands that society
places on men and women, it is quite relevant to study
the socialization of persons of different sexes, the analysis
of communicative successes and failures in communication,
motives and types of behavior, strategies and tactics
of communication.

Materials and methods. The main method of research
is contrastive analysis, which makes it possible to compare
and distinguish the differential features of male and female
speech. The study of communicative behavior is carried
out on the basis of discourse analysis. The heuristic method
which involves the collection of previously recorded research
material is also applied. The research material is the works
of the modern English authors M. Dunn “Ex-Girlfriends
United” and J. Kaplan “The Men I Didn’t Marry”.

Discussion. The study of the problem of gender
communicative behavior requires separate consideration.
This is due to the fact that communicative behavior, firstly,
is considered as a product of the process of socialization,
and, secondly, since socialization is a continuous process,
gender communicative behavior in itself is the process
of creating the gender identity of an individual.

The term “speech behavior” is introduced in American
behavioral psychology to denote a type of social behavior
determined by external, including social, conditions
(circumstances). First of all, attention is paid to the structure

of speech, in connection with which the speech behavior or
the speaker’s choice of one of the elements of the language
variable system refers to external, non-speech factors
represented by the components of the act of communication,
and the language system is left aside [4].

Examining the speech behavior of the man, we have
found out that he aims to achieve and maintain independence
and high status. In contrast to men’s, women’s speech
behavior is usually characterized by non-conflict, yielding,
high emotionality. These features lead to differences in
the goals of communication and in the interpretation
of statements, because the same statement can be interpreted
differently by men and women from the position of status
or from the point of view of maintaining a relationship,
solidarity or help. For example, Hallie responds to Eric’s
question:

I’'m not sure of our time frame here. Does he mean since
I got out of Tom's car or since the last time I saw him?
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry)

When Eric, the ex-boyfriend of the main character
Hallie, tells her that no other woman could charm him as
much as she did, she replies:

“Is that a compliment? Were they five foot with wavy
brown hair? Greenish gray eyes? Or is it that they were all
nineteen — like I was when we were together?” (J. Kaplan,
The Men I Didn’t Marry)

The example illustrates that in the process
of communication, persons of different sexes cannot always
accurately understand the interlocutor’s line, because it
depends on the biological characteristics, mental potential,
character, ethics and upbringing of each individual. Another
confirmation of this is the situation when, in response to
the greeting of her ex-husband, who left Hally a week
ago, she greets him with the words: “Hello, Bill”, with
no intention of further communication, his response is as
follows:

BILL: Hallie, I'm glad you're finally talking to me
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry)

However, the misunderstanding that arises between them
after that is evidenced by the following words of a woman:

HALLIE: Does ‘hello’ really count as talking to him?
Maybe saying ‘Bill’was a little too intimate (J. Kaplan, The
Men I Didn’t Marry)

The specified features of male and female speech are
defined as usage trends. However, there are many cases
when certain phenomena observed in the language of men
and women are related to the peculiarities of their mental
composition, character, profession, role in society, and not
to the difference by gender.

L.M. Korneva singles out the following characteristics
of male speech behavior: 1) male conversation primarily
concerns the topics of technology, cars, hobbies,
sports, politics, the economic situation, and women
(appearance, behavior, and sex); 2) men are characterized
by communication monolinearity and psychological
deafness — when talking, they do not pay attention to what
is happening around them and may not respond to remarks
that are not related to the topic of the conversation; 3) men
express their thoughts briefly, succinctly, directly, logically
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and without hints; 4) their communicative behavior is
characterized by the use of dominance strategies, which
is especially evident in communication with women to
confirm their independence and masculinity, social status;
5) men like to “listen to themselves”, try in every possible
way to demonstrate their own competence, give advice,
therefore their communication style is more conflictual
and aggressive; 6) typical male speech is characterized by
alower level of the main tone, a wider vocal range, less ability
to freely change the voice register, greater voice power,
labialization and nasalization; 7) they pay more attention to
naming accuracy (with the exception of the names of colors
and their shades), often use professional terminology;
8) usually use vulgarisms, taboo vocabulary, invectives.
This is explained by the fact that men want to conform to
stereotypes of masculinity, to be rougher [6, p. 107-112].

According to our data, the main characteristics of men’s
speech behavior are:

— the use of obscene language and its uniformity: piss
off, fuck me, shut up, dummy eftc.:

“Fuck. I put my head in my hands in disbelief. ‘Er...
Fuck fuck fuck. Fuck shit bollocks fuck, in fact” (M. Dunn,
Ex-Girlfriends United);

— the main topics of men’s conversation are cars, sports,
politics, economy and women:

“Inthe car, Erictells me all about his various business deals,
which seem to include commodity trades and international
financing” (J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry);

— unilinearity of communication and psychological
deafness:

“He doesn t reply, so to fill in the space, I keep talking”
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry);

— expressing thoughts briefly, directly and without hints:

“I'm leaving, — Bill says without breaking stride”
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry);

— use of dominance strategy, confirmation of their
independence, masculinity, social status:

ERIC: Check this out (he says, pulling out a laminated
copy of the Forbes magazine article that he just happens to
have in the backseat (J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry);

— demonstration of own competence:

ERIC: The big headline is I'm 277 on the list... Number
one is Bill Gates. Or maybe some Saudi prince. I've done
well, but I'm not competing with them yet (J. Kaplan, The
Men I Didn’t Marry)

Gender differences are revealed not only in verbal
communication, but also in non-verbal communication,
as gestures, facial expressions, postures, movements, etc.
are significant for social interaction. For example, Bill is
incredibly surprised by Hallie’s question:

(Bill doesn 't answer; but his mouth is set and his brow is
clenched so tightly that his two eyebrows join in a solid line)

HALLIE: One thing I still know about my husband —
the caterpillar brow means something's up (J. Kaplan, The
Men I Didn’t Marry)

Male non-verbal communication can most often be
manifested by scratching the back of the head, rubbing
the hands or chin, hitting the table with a fist. Man tries
to take up as much space as possible, to demonstrate his

»

importance, strength and looseness, he stands with his legs
wide apart and his head held high, he can keep his hands in
his pockets, he sits sprawled in an arm-chair, and on a chair
he spreads his knees and leans towards the interlocutor.
Men’s communicative behavior is characterized by less
emotionality, brevity, restraint in statements, however,
it contains a lot of invective, vulgar vocabulary, is rude
and aggressive. Men try to demonstrate their importance,
status, and sometimes — impudence and emancipation.
Their language is the language of domination.

The study of women’s speech is connected with
the development of the feminist trend in linguistics in
1970-1980. The beginning of active gender research
in modern linguistics was laid by R. Lakoff. In her
work, she first identified several distinctive features
of the female language: a specialized vocabulary related
to the spheres of exclusively female activity; peculiarities
in the designation of colors (more precise designation
of color and its shades); the use of affective adjectives
and intensifier words, punctuation, words and phrases that
soften the categorical nature of statements; super politeness;
tendency to euphemisms; hypercorrectness, etc. [7].

Typical features that belong to the stereotype of female
speech behavior are distinguished by L.M. Korneva: the habit
of speaking by hints and about secondary things; expression
of emotions through intonation, various actions or hyperbolic
statements; pliability; use of invective vocabulary mainly in
a stressful state or demonstrating ease of communication
and psychological relaxation, etc. [6, p. 111-112].

So, based on the studied material, we distinguish the following
characteristics of speech behavior inherent in women:

— tendency to talkativeness:

HALLIE: Worried about me? Why would anyone worry
about me? I've lost my husband to someone named Ashlee,
I've been lying here so long I'm probably getting bedsores,
and my only source of nutrition comes from Nabisco
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry);

— use of evaluative statements with deictic lexemes
instead of naming a person by name:

If somebody had told me that twenty years later I'd
end up alone at the Brasserie on a Saturday night, would
1 still have picked — Bill the double-dealing, self-absorbed
Knicks-ticket-demanding idiot who left me for Ashlee with
two Es? (M. Dunn, Ex-Girlfriends United);

—imagery of language when describing feelings, variety
of invective and their emphasis with the help of intensifiers:

“Hallie, I heard about you and Bill”, — she hollers so
shrilly that Rosalies golden retriever, lying in the corner,
yaps in pain. I wish Darlie really would die for those abs”
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry);

— expression of emotions through various actions:

“I'm so happy, I could jump up and down” (J. Kaplan,
The Men I Didn’t Marry);

or hyperbolic statements:

“How is it that he happened to call me ten minutes after
1 left Eric? Did he pick up some electricity in the cosmos?”
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry);

— the use of invective vocabulary mainly in a stressful
state. For example:
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“Ashlee. Ashlee, with her two fucking Es” (J. Kaplan,
The Men I Didn’t Marry);

—more precise designation of colors in comparison with men:

“...clamping her hand on me so firmly that her crimson-
colored talons dug into the flesh of my upper arm”
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry);

— use of words and phrases that soften the categorical
statements:

"Bills upset about Emily s going off to college and he
doesn't know how to react. In fact, he’s a guy. He doesn't
even know that he is reacting. It’s my job to reassure him”
(J. Kaplan, The Men I Didn’t Marry)

As for the non-verbal aspects, since women tend to
express their feelings more freely, their facial expressions
are richer and their language is the language of submission.

Results. In general, at the intercultural level,
the stereotypical characteristics of male and female speech

behavior established by different nations in many cases
overlap with each other. Analyzing the communicative
behavior of a certain gender of any country, we can use
the generalized features of the speech behavior of a man or
woman, because we are within the same linguistic picture
of the world. To explain the differences, it is necessary to
take into account the cultural characteristics and mentality
of each country in particular. Thus, in modern society,
taking into account the social roles of men and women,
the difference in linguistic behavior is erased. The language
of women has become somewhat coarser, more technical
and harsher. Women of the older generation adhere to
conservative language behavior, unlike men, so in their
speech there is less profanity, rude statements. In their
communicative behavior, women tend to look ‘“more
feminine”, while men, on the contrary, try to emphasize
“masculinity” with their speech behavior.

Sharova Tetiana. Artistic likes and aesthetic orientations in the works of Kosty Gordienka “Pro commune”

The research focuses on the fact that showing the destruction of the patriarchal world of the Ukrainian village as a heroic struggle between
light and darkness, a tragic past and a happy future, transferred to the plan of the present time, glorification of the economic and social
innovations of the Bolsheviks, related to collective farming, determines the general thematic dominant in literature of a socialist orientation.

The article focuses on the fact that forced to adapt to the format of the then government, Kost Gordienko changes his artistic preferences
and aesthetic orientations, but also masters the methods of developing ideologically oriented prose that corresponded to the voluntarist
intentions of revolutionary culture.

1t is emphasized that Kostya Gordienko's attention is focused on the problem of the Ukrainian village during the period of drastic social
changes, on the topic of the land-nurture and its owners, which was understandable and close to the writer due to many objective reasons.

In the picture of the world modeled by Kost Gordienko, the concrete and realistic representation of the Ukrainian village during
the period of Soviet “reformation” is fundamental, hence the noticeable stylistic, plot and figurative homogeneity. It is indicated that
in order to realize his creative intentions, the novelist uses essay genres, which gave a much larger space for reproducing the dynamics
and panorama of the “new time”, for depicting the actual everyday life of “communist life”. The stylistic manner of the writer has
a narrative-journalistic and artistic-informative character, characterized by the use of extensive factual material.

The conclusions indicate that Kostya Gordienko s works of 1928—1930, which are diverse in terms of style and poetics, demonstrate
the process of the writer s adaptation to political and ideological requirements: first, the combination of an individual artistic vision
and defined political attitudes, then the subordination of artistic thinking to the dictates of power. The most popular small-format
genres — essays and short stories — are focused on reproducing the dynamics and panorama of the “new time”.

Key words: prose, artistic creativity, ideology, power, stylistic manner, artistic thinking.

Bidyuk Natalya. The distinctive features of translation competence development in pre-service training of foreign
language and literature teachers

The article highlights some aspects revealing the development of translation competence of prospective foreign language
and literature teachers. Attention is focused on internal and external factors necessitating the development of translation competence
of pre-service foreign language and literature teachers. The study identifies the needs of the specialized school and the requirements for
translation teaching courses in senior classrooms of specialized schools. The author analyzes scholarly perspectives on the concepts
of ‘translation’and ‘translation competence’. On this basis, the essential characteristics of translation competence in pre-service training
of foreign language and literature teachers are substantiated. Translation competence has been found to be an integrated characteristic
that involves the ability to translate authentic texts at the appropriate level and understand their content, as well as to implement
the information received in accordance with the target audience and further use in foreign language education and intercultural
communication. It has been proved that developing the translation competence of prospective foreign language and literature teachers
requires the introduction of innovative approaches to structuring the professional training content and the implementation of innovative
Sforms and methods of translation teaching. The study outlines controversial issues and problems in undergraduate training of foreign
language and literature teachers in terms of the learning outcomes reached as a result of interpretation and translation courses. Ways to
improve the content of professional training based on the development and thematic updating for the content of mandatory and optional
educational components are proposed. The research provides the analysis of the ways in which unassisted translation work with foreign
language texts and native speakers should be organized. Particular attention is paid to the use of innovative methods and technologies
of translation training provided to prospective foreign language and literature teachers.

Hrona Nataliia. Text-creating performance in the training system of the future teacher of primary grades

The peculiarities of formation of text creating competence of future teachers of primary school are found out in the article. The author
believes that knowledge about the text and text making activity will ensure the students orientation to the development of professional
and personal realization, personal and creative attitude to pedagogical activity, confidence in his (her) readiness for it and the desire for
professional self-improvement. The purpose of the article is to highlight modern methodological approaches (text-creating performance)
to the formation of the text-creating competence of the future primary school teacher. The theoretical-methodological basis of studying
consists of classical and modern properties of world and native lingvonodidactics of pedagogy, psychology, active theory of learning
and development of personality. A set of researching methods is used. theoretical — analysis of linguistic, psychological, pedagogical,
educational and methodological literature on research problems, synthesis and generalization, comparison, development of work
experience of teachers of higher education institutions, defining the conceptual system of research; empirical — observation and analysis
of pedagogical phenomena and processes, collective and individual conversations in order to identify the main contradictions and defects
in the content, teaching methods in order to identify the problems of the formation of the text-creating competence of the future primary
school teacher. The text-creating competence is stressed to be knowledge, abilities, skills and experience of text-creating activity acquired
in the learning process-primary (reproduction of ready-made texts, creation of own and editing them) and secondary (perception,
interpretation, understanding of texts) and also the experience of emotional and valuable attitude to the process and result of text
creation. The formation of text-creating competence is found out to be an integrative process that includes philological, psychological
and pedagogical components. A detailed analysis of the content and genesis of the concept made it possible to define a text-creating
performer as an effective (necessary impact on the reader), high-quality (normative content, composition, language design) text-creating
activity of primary school teacher. The studying of the methodological base about the structure of text-creating competence is proved
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to distinguish its components. textual, cognitive-interpretive, textological, text-productive. These are the abilities to make and edit texts

which are formed on the basis of test-creating performance.
