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The main purpose of teaching foreign languages in high school is formation and development of communicative culture of students. To acquire communicative competence in a foreign language without visiting the country where its carriers live is a very difficult task. Therefore, an important task of the teacher is creation of real and imagined situations of communication during the foreign language lessons using various methods and techniques. In this regard, the use of educational potential of the computer is extremely important.
Considering the fact that the students often have the task to work out quite a large amount of information in a short time, there is an additional need to focus on teaching to read with high speed. However, it requires special training.
The scientific problem of our research is the need for analysis of process of forming foreign language reading competence of students with the help of computer technologies.
It should be stressed, that computer-mediated communication is conducted primarily in written form. Reading with a computer can be done in three ways:
1. Incidental reading. Almost all computer programs attract user to read to complete tasks successfully regardless of their orientation.
2. Reading comprehension. It uses traditional programs for development of skills of reading.
3. Text manipulation. There is always a need to read during multiple transformations of the text in the text editor.
In our work, along with the incidental reading we also focus on training computer programs designed to develop the skills of reading for understanding.
An important advantage of using computer programs in the formation of communicative competence is their ability to simulate real communicative situations. When it comes to reading, it is necessary to consider differences of such study from the traditional (with a book), which, in our opinion, are significant. Firstly, the reading on the computer is provided from a screen that is vertically located source. This makes a situation of reading unusual. Secondly, the text on the screen is impermanent, because it is not always fully fit the screen, there is a need to use bands of scrolling to move the text, which requires reader’s support efforts. During the work with the computer eyes can be tired, so users require constant regime of rest.
An important feature of the quick perception of messages is unprepared reading silently. Development of these skills is the task of high school. The involvement of the computer for this purpose brings students to the real conditions in which they will have to use the text as a mean of communication.
The use of computer program in the process of learning to read does not mean that the screen simply replaces the printed text. The computer is only a technical tool, which is used for practice in reading conventional printed texts. It is assumed that the ability to read text from the computer screen will be transferred to the reading of printed text.
Teaching reading should occur on the basis of specially organized activities. Consider how to provide the implementation of teaching reading as a form of speech activity with the help of computer program. It should be noted that any activity has a phase structure in which motivational, indicative, executive and control phases are distinguished. The last phase is particularly necessary in training communication, especially when we are talking about teaching using computer technologies because their inherent feedback is based on control.
Motivational phase of reading affects the desire to read the text, helps to relate it to the experience and interests of the student and, therefore, includes the purpose of reading, the psychological setting, the formation of need in reading, communicative and cognitive value of educational material, choise of kind of reading, creates guidelines for the implementation of activities, requires some form of control, etc. The main function of this stage is to arouse and keep the reader’s interest in reading. Focus attention on the content is provided by disposition on the understanding, before-text questions on the content, time of reading, a compulsory check of the depth and accuracy of understanding.
The motive of reading as a communicative activity is getting the information. Need to read the text should be natural, but it can be created artificially. Motivation to read is recognized as the need to fill the “information vacuum”. It means that the reader is interested not primarily in linguistic, but in the informative aspect. The desire to read texts in a foreign language increases if the training material creates a positive emotional attitude. Therefore, the leading role of motivation belongs to the content of the text. Students are willing to read the text that is associated with the solution to a specific problem.
So, it is better to formulate the task before reading the text as a question, not a comment-summary, which already contains almost all the answers [1, p. 22]. The formation of the foreign language reading motivation is closely connected with the activity. It is based on the awareness of the need for reading and at the same time on the expected fun of reading. If the reader has reached the purpose of reading, his motivation increases. It is therefore necessary to examine the reading interests of different age, but at the same time the text must be understandable. Even if it is interesting, but does not match the student’ level, the student starts to read word by word, which in turn reduces motivation. In addition, while working with the computer the student is involuntarily stimulated for learning, he has desire to master the techniques of working with computer [2, p. 43]. Modern multimedia learning computer programs and courses are accompanied by a variety of bright video images, animation, graphics, that, firstly, contributes to the motivation of reading, and for the second, to better understanding of the content of the text. 
So, if the student has low cognitive-academic interests, interest in working with the computer will encourage his learning activities. Computer program can register the working process of each individual student, providing the teacher the necessary information at any time, which enables to carry out control over all stages of learning the material and modify the next task to each student in accordance with the level of fulfilment of the previous one. Computer program may make a table of reading speed, recording the achievements and success of each student in order to motivate him for further activities [1, p. 23]. 
Parts of the indicative phase are the definition of its subject, the means and conditions of implementation. The subject of any activity is a thought as a form of reflection of the phenomena of reality. The subject of reading will be the restoration the thoughts of the author embodied in the text by reader. The author cannot know in advance what his reader is, how it is informed on a particular topic, not to mention the knowledge of the language. For the reader, in turn, the information can be new, known or partially known. If the message consists of mostly unknown vocabulary, there is a high probability that the student will not read the text to the end.
The primary sources of information in the text are lexical means. If the student encounters difficulties with interpretation of some words when reading text from a computer screen, he can get instant help using the automated dictionary without disturbing other students or referring to the teacher. Lack of grammar knovledge can also have a negative impact on the understanding of the text. That is why a lot of computer exercises on formation of lexical and grammatical reading skills are created (Azar, Triple Play English, English Tutor). In addition, computer program can provide reference and information services using cross-cultural and encyclopedic dictionaries [2, p. 44].
The executive phase of reading as an activity consists of a product (result) and significantly affects the understanding of the content of the text. Since the product of reading is the comprehension of the message, the term “understanding” can be seen as a process and as a result. So, learning to read supports the process of understanding and affects its result [3, p. 3].
Understanding as a result is characterized by such reader’s psychological condition when he has finished the awareness to understand the author’s thoughts and the whole concept of just read text. The result of the reading as a component of speech activity involves subjective interpretation of the information received in any form: assessment of author’s thought, sharing it or creating own thoughts. The result can be both positive and negative. It can be expressed in verbal or nonverbal reactions.
Teaching to read should always end with a phase of control (self-monitoring and self-correction), and with testing of understanding of the text, which in our case is performed by doing the computer after-text exercises or tests. Performing such exercises can affect the student’s mental state, because computer program evaluates its activity objectively, promptly and accurately.
It is well known that learning in high school has often not enough feedback. The quality of learning is judged by a teacher only according to the students’ answers. And the most important – how the process of learning takes place – remains unknown, it means that there is only a finite feedback, and the current, the one that is used to check the actions of the students during the activities may be missed.
One of the most important characteristics of computer program is the presence of feedback, which gives the possibility to respond to any entered information using it in educational process. That is why computer program becomes a tool of management and control of training activities both for the student and for the teacher.
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
