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SUMMARY

Stepura Y. Future teachers training to the implementation of aestetotherapeutic
means in the system of social education for young schoolchildren: state and perspectives.

The article provides an overview of the current state and trend development of the
fundamental research on future teachers training of primary level education to the use of
aestetotherapeutic technologies in the social education of young schoolchildren. The aim of
the article is to examine the current state of future teachers training for social education of
young schoolchildren by aestetotherapeutic means.

The author uses extensively the general philosophical methods such as analysis and
synthesis of scientific thought, and also makes the comparisons of the fundamental works of
leading scientists. The article analyzes the scientific papers which contain the comprehensive
interpretation of the term «vocational and educational training».

The article highlights some researches of the phenomenon of future teachers’ professional
training to the introduction of aestetotherapeutic means for social education of young
schoolchildren, which describe the basic construction of the phenomenon. The researcher analyzes
the content of basic regulations and training programs, determining the destination primary
education. As the author says, the State standard of primary education and the relevant curriculum
offer a certain affinity educational lines of socio-educational and aestetotherapeutic concepts.

However, the problem of students social education; the formation of vital
competence, establishing close emotional and psychological communication using the
healing potential of emotions while interacting with the world of beauty and aesthetics are
not given proper attention, indicating to update the content of academic subjects and future
teachers professional training for primary school.

Thus, the analysis of the modern fundamental research has showed that the activity
of the future teachers of primary level education should carry socialization, therapeutic and
social-educational impact on schoolchildren, they form social competence and positive socio-
value settings. The application of aestetotherapeutic means helps to optimize educational
activity, educational and creative abilities of the juniors.

The article highlights the prospects for further developments in this area in the coverage
of the issues related to improving the theoretical and methodological training system for future
teachers to use certain aestetotherapeutic means in the professional pedagogic activity in order
to optimize social and psychological development of young schoolchildren.

SUMMARY

Podrez U. Small industrial entrepreneurship development among ethnic Ukrainian
population of Eastern Slobozhanschyna, Kuban’, Lower and Middle Volga Region,
Southwestern Siberia and the Far East in the second half of the nineteenth — beginning of
the twentieth century.

The aim of the article is to determine location of ethnic Ukrainians’ small industrial
manufacturing in the economy of the Russian Empire of the second half of the XIX —
beginning of the XX century.

Primary attention is given to characterizing the causes of small industrial
entrepreneurship expansion and development among ethnic Ukrainian population of Eastern
Slobozhanschyna , Kuban’, Lower and Middle Volga, South-Western Siberia, the Far East and
other regions of Ukrainians’ settling outside the Dnieper river territory of Ukraine and their
impact on country’s economy as a whole. The main factor that stipulated for active ethnic
Ukrainians’ involvement in the handicraft industry development was establishment in the
administrative boundaries of many Russian provinces and regions of densely populated by
the Ukrainian population territories, on which Ukrainian communities established diverse
small industrial manufacturing and formed big handicraft centers. Major part of the
Ukrainian diaspora in Russia was formed by migration of the Ukrainians that populated the
Dnieper river territory of Ukraine to the interior provinces of the Russian Empire.

Statistical data of the lists of Samara, Kuban’, Don, Stavropol, Tver’ and other regions’
populated areas, as well as that of Siberia and the Far East are presented in the article.

Reproduction of small industrial entrepreneurship development in the Ukrainian
ethnic areas of Russia during the second half of XIX — beginning of the XX century, its
thorough scientific analysis, allows the author to refute the idea that had been rooted in the

soviet historiography and stated insignificant role of the ethnic Ukrainian economy, including
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small industrial manufacturing, ethnic in Russian economy, their gradual decline in the
market conditions with regard to the developed market economic system of the Russian
Empire and extremely primitive forms, in which traditional Ukrainian crafts and handicrafts
existed under the conditions, established by the Russian Empire.

In the Ukrainian ethnic areas and other regions of Ukrainians’ compact and dispersed
settlements in the administrative boundaries of Russian provinces and regions there were from
850 thousand to 1180 thousand of ethnic Ukrainians that were employed in the field of
handicrafts and crafts while small industrial manufacturing itself gave more than 40% of all non-
agricultural goods, produced in Ukrainian enclaves. In some fields this index reached up to 100%.
