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SUMMARY

The graduation project focuses on formation of learning-strategic competence in
the English language monologue speech of 7" grade pupils of secondary school.

The actuality of the research of the problem of learning-strategic competence
formation in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils at secondary
schools is caused by a number of factors.

In Ukraine, there are intensive changes in all spheres of life, the demand for
employees who are fluent in various foreign languages, especially English, is on its
way up. In this regard, the main attention in the field of education is paid to foreign
language learning. This involves the formation of foreign language communicative
competence, which is aimed not only at acquiring knowledge, developing and
improving skills, but also at using them in the process of English language
communication.

One of the components of the foreign language communicative competence is
the competence in monologue speech. The formation of competence in monologue
speech is important, as pupils are to be able to express their thoughts fluently, to
communicate easily in different circumstances and areas of communication. The
problem of monologue speech as a type of speech activity has been studied by such
scientists as A. Alkhazishvili, F. Batsevych, O. Bigych, G. Boretska, N. Borysko,
M. Derkacheva, S. Nikolaeva, O. Ustymenko, V. Skalkin and others.

In addition to the formation of the competence in monologue speech, it is
important to form learning-strategic competence. In 2020, the challenge for all
countries of the world, including Ukraine, was the spread of coronavirus disease
(COVID 19), which dramatically affected all then spheres of life thus bringing changes
the educational process. All the participants of the educational process had to face with
distance learning. As a result, they had to learn how to work online. In this regard,
independent learning coordinated by the teacher came to the fore. During such
studying, it turned out that many pupils do not know how to use the strategies of

learning-strategic competence in learning a foreign language. They do not have well-
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developed skills and abilities to choose and use the most effective learning strategies
in accordance with educational goals and individual characteristics, independently
control the correctness of this choice, seek help or ask for clarification, reduce anxiety
and overcome various difficulties in learning foreign language.

The problem of forming learning-strategic competence is overviewed by many
scientists, who studied various aspects of learning-strategic competence in the context
of mastering the foreign communicative competence. Among them are O. Bigych,
N. Bilonozhko, N. Borysko, O. Brusyanina, Yu. Hudyma, I. Zadorozhna, L. Kareva,
N. Koryakovtseva, T. Oliynyk, L. Yagenich, M. Canale & M. Swain, J. M. O'Malley
& A. U. Chamot, R. Oxford and others. For example, |I. Zadorozhna formulated the
theoretical and methodological principles of organizing pupils’ independent work to
master the foreign communicative competence. Yu. Hudyma described the
methodological principals of learning-strategic competence formation in English
teachers’ dialogic speech. Among foreign scholars, R. Oxford made a significant
contribution to the study of formation of learning-strategic competence, developing
one of the first classifications of strategies in which direct strategies include memory
strategies, cognitive and compensatory, and indirect strategies include social, affective
and metacognitive.

However, scientists have not actively studied the problem of formation of
learning-strategic competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade
pupils of secondary schools. A survey conducted among 7th grade pupils showed that
the level of formation of learning-strategic competence in the English language
monologue speech among pupils is low. Survey data shows that 70% of pupils think
that they rarely learn different types of strategies in English lessons, but most of them
86% want to learn new strategies and practice previously learned strategies.

Taking into consideration the psychological research of such scientists as
L. Bozhovich, 1. Bulakh, L.Vygotsky, D.Elkonin, I.Zimnyaya, M. Savchyna,
O. Skrypchenko and others we can say that adolescence is the best period to begin the
formation of educational autonomy and learning-strategic competence. During this

period, pupils show the great desire to be independent, autonomous in all areas of their
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activities. Therefore, 7th grade pupils are very interested in mastering learning-
strategic competence in the English language monologue speech.

Thus, the problem of learning-strategic competence formation in the English
language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary schools requires a
detailed study.

The actuality of the research work is caused by:

e age and psychological characteristics of 7th grade pupils, which have a great
influence on the effective formation of learning-strategic competence in the
English language monologue;

e insufficient level of formation of learning-strategic competence in the English
language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils and lack of research on its
formation;

e the need to develop a scientifically based methodology for the formation of
learning-strategic competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th
grade pupils of secondary school.

The object of the research work is the process of learning-strategic competence
formation in the English language monologue speech of teenagers of secondary
schools.

The subject of the study is the methodology of formation of learning-strategic
competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of
secondary schools.

The major aim of the paper is to provide a theoretical explanation and practical
development of the technology of formation of learning-strategic competence in the
English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school.

To achieve the aim set, the following tasks are to be fulfilled:

1) to define the content and structure of the learning-strategic competence in the
English language monologue speech;

2) to consider linguo-psychological particularities of monologue speech as a type
of speech activity;

3) to compile a psychological portfolio of 7th grade pupils of secondary schools;
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4) to classify the strategies learning-strategic competence comprises;

5) to determine the methodological potential of prompt cards as a means of forming
learning skills;

6) to analyze the stages of formation learning-strategic competence in the English
language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school;

7) to develop the subsystem of exercises for formation of learning-strategic
competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of
secondary school,;

8) to conduct an experimental study of the process of formation of learning-
strategic competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade
pupils of secondary school;

9) to develop guidelines on how to efficiently organize the process of forming
learning-strategic competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th
grade pupils of secondary school.

To solve the above set tasks, the following research methods were applied:
theoretical methods — analysis, synthesis and generalization of the main information
from national and foreign sources in the field of psychology, pedagogy, linguistics,
methodology of foreign language teaching as well as current curricula, modern English
textbooks for 7th grade pupils of secondary school in order to characterize content and
structure of learning-strategic competence in the English language monologue speech,
to define the linguopsychological features of monologue speech as a type of speech
activity, and to model the learning process with application of the offered technique
and argumentation of the created subsystem of exercises; empirical methods —
conducting a questionnaire of 7th grade pupils of secondary school to investigate the
frequency of use of prompt cards in English lessons and a methodological exploratory
experiment to test the effectiveness of the proposed methodology; statistical methods
— interpreting the results of a methodological experiment in order to verify the
effectiveness of the proposed methodology.

The scientific novelty of the study consists in the following.
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1) for the first time the methodology of formation of learning-strategic
competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of
secondary schools has been theoretically substantiated, practically worked out and
experimentally tested; the difference between instruction and prompt cards is
considered, methodological potential of prompt cards as means of forming learning
skills is defined, the stages of formation of learning-strategic competence in the English
language monologue speech are indicated and methodological recommendations for
organizing work on formation of learning-strategic competence in the English language
monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school are formulated;

2) theoretical preconditions for formation of learning-strategic competence in
the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school are
systematized;

The theoretical significance of the work accounts for the systematization of
theoretical preconditions for the formation of learning-strategic competence in the
English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school,
determination of the methodological potential of prompt cards as means of forming
learning skills and developing the subsystems of exercises for formation of learning-
strategic competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of
secondary school.

The practical significance of the work is defined by the selection of educational
material for formation of learning-strategic competence in the English language
monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school; the development of a
subsystem of exercises for formation of learning-strategic competence in the English
language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school on the material of
the themes "School life" and "Sport in our life" in providing methodological
recommendations for organizing work on formation of learning-strategic competence
in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school.

The structure of the research work comprises an introduction, three chapters,

conclusions, list of sources, supplements and summary in English.
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The graduation project showed up the theoretical generalization, the developed
subsystem of exercises and methodological recommendations for formation of
learning-strategic competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade
pupils of secondary school.

1. Scientists’ scientific researches are considered and as a result the concept of
«learning-strategic competence» IS revealed. Together with Yu. Hudyma we define
«learning-strategic competence» as the ability and readiness of the subject of study to
conscious, successful and independent learning and management of the process of
foreign language communication which involves setting goals, communicative tasks,
self-control and self-assessment, as well as the speaker's ability to compensate for the
lack of language skills, speech and social experience of communicating in a foreign
language during the conversation.

2. Linguopsychological features of monologue speech as a type of speech
activity are characterized and it is found out that from the linguistic point of view
monologue speech differs in complexity and diversity of sentences, completeness of
utterances with the use of expressive means. From a psychological point of view,
monologue speech is characterized by unidirectionality, coherence, subjectivity,
relative continuity, contextuality and consistency.

3. The psychological characteristics of 7th grade pupils, who are in early
adolescence, are analyzed. Adolescence is a difficult period, characterized by
qualitative changes in the intellectual and emotional spheres. In the personal sphere,
adolescents have a need for self-affirmation, equal and trusting communication with
peers and adults, in the cognitive sphere there is an active development of thinking,
memory and attention. Adolescents’ main activity is learning. The influence of
adolescents’ psychological characteristics on formation of learning-strategic
competence in the English language monologue speech is determined.

4. The concept of «strategy» is revealed and the classification of strategies is
given on the basis of research of representatives of the Kiev methodological school,
headed by S. Nikolaeva, and R. Oxford’s research. The following strategies are

identified: direct strategies (memory strategies, cognitive and compensatory
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strategies); indirect strategies (metacognitive, affective and social strategies). In our
study, we focused on direct strategies, because we think that they are basic, and the
choice of a group of direct strategies is determined by the age group of 7th grade pupils.

5. The concept of «prompt cards» is explained, the difference between the
prompt cards and the instruction is determined. It is found out that the student’s book
«English» for the 7th grade pupils of secondary school by O. Karpyuk and the student’s
book «Englishy for the 7th grade pupils of secondary school by A. Nesvit include an
insufficient number of prompt cards. Analyzing the structure of prompt cards,
requirements for their creation and classification, we identified the methodological
potential of prompt cards as a means of developing learning skills and as a result, we
clarified the appropriateness of their use in English lessons. They encourage pupils to
work independently in class, provide an opportunity to choose how to work with
educational material, form an independent, conscious and self-motivated pupil who is
able to organize his/her learning activities effectively and knows how to work with
educational material.

6. It is determined that learning-strategic competence is an integrated
competence, which is formed in parallel with the competence in monologue speech and
as a result the main stages of formation of learning-strategic competence in the English
language monologue speech are identified: 1) the stage of presenting strategies during
the formation of monologue speech skills at the level of phrase and supra-phrase unity;
2) the stage of training the presented strategies in communication with the help of
artificial supports during the formation of monologue speech skills at the level of micro
monologue; 3) the stage of training strategies in communication with the help of natural
supports during the formation of monologue speech skills at the level of monologue.

7. We proposed a subsystem of exercises for formation of learning-strategic
competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of
secondary school, which consists of: | group of exercises is aimed at acquaintance with
the strategies proposed by the teacher, which will help to develop monologue speech
skills (subgroup of exercises for acquaintance with memory strategies, subgroup of

exercises for acquaintance with cognitive strategies, subgroup of exercises for
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acquaintance with compensatory strategies); Il group of exercises is aimed at practical
use of strategies in compiling micro monologue (subgroup of exercises for the
development of skills to use memory strategies, subgroup of exercises for the
development of skills to use cognitive strategies, subgroup of exercises for the
development of skills to use compensatory strategies); 111 group of exercises is aimed
at the practical use of strategies in creating monologues (subgroup of exercises to
develop skills to apply memory strategies, subgroup of exercises to develop skills to
apply cognitive strategies, subgroup of exercises to develop skills to apply
compensatory strategies).

8. The experimental research of the process of formation of learning-strategic
competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of
secondary school is developed. As a result, it is discovered that formation of learning-
strategic competence in the English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of
secondary school is effective with a provision that the developed subsystem of
exercises is introduced into the educational process.

9. According to the results of the research work, methodical recommendations
for formation of learning-strategic competence in the English language monologue
speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school are formulated. It is found out that
teachers should take into account the requirements of the current curriculum, European
recommendations, also they should know the prerequisites for formation of learning-
strategic competence, stages of formation learning-strategic competence and
psychological characteristics of adolescent pupils. Methodical recommendations will
help teachers to make the process of formation of learning-strategic competence in the

English language monologue speech of 7th grade pupils of secondary school effective.
