Using the «Mindfulness» method as a means of developing
the motivation sphere of children with sen

The author of the article considered the use of the "Mindfulness" method as a
means of developing the motivational sphere, in particular the motivation to study
children with special education needs (SEN). Within the limits of the article, it is
determined that the success of the development of motivation to study depends on: the
ability to concentrate attention, the ability to regulate one’s own emotional states, and
consciously use the ability to learn. The theoretical analysis of special psychological and
pedagogical literature made it possible to find out that the anterior cingulate cortex,
prefrontal cortex, and striatum are responsible for: concentration of attention; for
emotional regulation - prefrontal cortex, limbic areas; for a conscious attitude to
learning: insula, medial prefrontal cortex, cortex of the posterior part of the cingulate
gyrus, part of the upper parietal lobe on the medial surface of the hemispheres. The
"Mindfulness" method allows you to effectively target the specified areas of the cerebral
cortex of children with autism, which will have a positive effect on motivation to study.
