Anastasia Nastechik. The role of time management in increasing the social
competence of students with mental retardation

The article examines the problem of the development of social competences of
students with mental retardation (hereinafter referred to as mental retardation), notes
the feasibility of developing soft skills, in particular, the ability of children of this
category to manage time. Strategies and basic principles of rational time allocation for
students with special needs are defined. The author of the article notes that for
students with MR, effective time management strategies can play an important role in
ensuring effectiveness in completing tasks and achieving set goals. The article notes
that time management is an important component of success for students with MR.
Given the many demands of everyday life, it is important for elementary/secondary
students with MR to learn how to manage their time effectively in order to maximize
their potential and achieve their academic goals.
