In the second part labelled 16, two boys are
playing chess. In the third part labelled 17, a boy is wearing socks. In the fourth part labelled

tense too. We must look at the options and select the best answer.

Option A — «They are seeing a photo» is incorrect, as no one in the picture is spotted
seeing a photo.

The graduation project focuses on the development of English language
grammar competence (ELGC) by means of information and communication
technologies (ICT) of 10-11 form students in a secondary school (SS).

Actuality of the study. Nowadays in the studying process it is important to
implement up-to-date technical means and technologies. The state of modern
education, in particular during the period of the COVID-19 quarantine and process of
distant learning, requires new ways of presenting information, new approaches to
studying from technical and technological point of view and new methods of
educational process monitoring. While there is a tendency for the active development
of ICT, the process of studies is accompanied by vivid clarity and is colorful and
representative. It is possible to involve such technologies in foreign language lessons.
They make it possible to make educational process more organized: lessons can be
given more representatively by multimedia means, in synchronized and
non-synchronized distant mode, and material for self-studying can be given as well as
automatization of checking the given tasks is possible due to such technologies. In
English language classrooms it is important to form ELGC which provides possession
of grammatical concepts, as well as means of expression of grammatical categories;
skills and abilities to adequately use grammatical phenomena. Thus, research on the
use of ICT for the formation of ELGC of 10-11 form students in a secondary school is
actual.

The object of research is the process of formation of ELGC of students in a SS.

The subject of the research is methodics of formation of ELGC of 10-11 form
students in a SS with the help of ICT.

The research hypothesis is based on the assumption that the effectiveness of
secondary school 10-11 form students English language grammar competence will be

highly provided by the use of ICT as a modern tool for studies in compliance with the
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stages of its formation, and providing process of studies with a subsystem of prepared
exercises.

The main purpose of the graduation project is to study the methods of ELGC
formation of students in a SS with the help of ICT.

To achieve the main purpose of the study the following tasks were formed:

1. To define the essence of the concept of ELGC of 10-11 form students in a SS.

2. Describe the age psychological characteristics of 10-11 form students in a SS.

3. To define the essence of the concept of ICT and to analyze the methodical
potential of their use as modern means of forming ELGC of 10-11form students in a
SS.

4. To consider the typology of ICT as modern means of forming ELGC of
10-11form students in a SS.

5. To determine the order of selection of educational material for the formation
of ELGC of students.

6. To specify the stages of formation of ELGC of 10-11 form students with the
use of ICT.

7. To develop a system of exercises for the formation of ELGC of 10-11 form
students using ICT.

8. To conduct an experimental study of the process of formation of ELGC of
10-11form students in a SS with the use of ICT.

The material for the project was presented in journals and Internet sources.

Research methods: realization of the tasks and achievement of the purpose of
research provides use of a complex of methods: theoretical — the analysis, synthesis,
generalizations which have allowed to systematize scientific sources and normative
documents on a researched problem; empirical — scientific observation of the
organization of the educational process, methodical experiment in order to prove the

hypothesis of the study on the method effectiveness.
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The scientific novelty lies in the development of methods for the formation of
ELGC of 10-11form students in a SS with the use of ICT.

The theoretical significance of the study is the systematization of theoretical
knowledge on the formation of ELGC of 10-11 form students in a SS, as well as
theoretical material on the means of ICT that exist for this.

The structure of the research work consists of an introduction, three chapters,

conclusions to each of them, general conclusion, a list of sources used (56 items) and
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a summary in English. The total volume of work is 114 pages. The work contains
37 figures and 3 tables.

In the introduction, we emphasize the actuality of the study; in the first chapter
we study the theoretical foundations of 10-11 form students ELGC formation with
the use of ICT; in the second chapter we study the methods the grammar competence
formation using ICT; in the third chapter, we conduct an experimental test of the
effectiveness of methods for the formation of ELGC of 10-11 form students using
ICT.

In the master's work the theoretical generalization is carried out, the subsystem
of exercises is developed and methodical recommendations for formation of ELGC of
10-11 form students in a SS with the use of ICT are formulated.

ICT are considered as a learning tool that helps to significantly diversify the
process of studying a foreign language in a SS and has a number of advantages. The
practicality and expediency of their use in the process of mastering the English
language is substantiated. Learning functions that are implemented through the use of
ICT in English lessons are considered. The practical significance of the application of
ICT in the study of a foreign language is prooved.

1. The actuality of the formation of ELGC with the use of information and
communication technologies of 10-11 form students in a SS is considered. The
purpose and content of the formation of ELGC of a SS students are formed.

Grammar competence is the ability to construct phrases and sentences correctly,
to use and coordinate tenses correctly, as well as the knowledge of parts of speech and
the way of constructing sentences of different types. The tasks of formation of
grammar competence are as follows: the ability to understand and express meanings,
to produce and recognize correctly designed, in accordance with these principles,
phrases and sentences; unconscious use of grammar forms of native and foreign
language, in accordance with the laws and norms of grammar (gender, number, cases,

etc.); sense of grammar form, the presence of corrective skills in the correct use of
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grammar forms: internal nonverbal knowledge of grammar language, knowledge of
morphological and syntactic system (typology of forms), as well as a set of rules.

As grammar competence we understand the pupil’s ability to grammaticaly
correctly design their oral and written expressions and understanding the grammar
design of speech of others, which is based on complex and dynamic interaction of
relevant knowledge, skills and grammar awareness (ability of primary school pupils
to register and recognize grammar phenomena written speech, their features and
patterns of their formation and functioning).

2. Psychological and pedagogical features of 10-11 form students and
features of formation of ELGC among them are considered, in particular: necessity of
taking into account stages of English grammar material acquisition, acquaintance of
schoolchildren with new grammatical material, definition of sequence of mastering by
them the time forms, implementation of this sequence in the current educational and
methodical complexes on English for SS.

3. The methodical potential of the use of ICT in the formation of ELGC of
10-11 form students in a SS is revealed.

4, The typology of ICT as a modern means of forming ELGC is presented.
The main technologies are technologies of training, diagnostics and monitoring of
ELGC process formation (computer technology); technologies of visualization of
educational process (multimedia technologies); educational resources of the Internet
and Intranet (telecommunication technologies).

5. The order of selection of material for the formation of ELGC of pupils is
considered. It involves the formation of a grammatical minimum, which consists of an
active grammatical minimum and a passive grammatical minimum. The principles of
selection of grammatical material in the formation of ELGC are considered,
including the principle of frequency, the principle of exemplary, the principle of

typicality, the principle of compatibility and the principle of representativeness.
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6. The main types and kinds of exercises in the selection of material for the
formation of ELGC, including language exercises, conditionally linguistic and
linguistic ones, are systematized. The concept of the field of grammar exercise
formation at the intersection of a grammatical phenomenon, a certain speech situation
and error correction procedure is outlined.

7. Specific exercises for the formation of ELGC in accordance with their
classification are proposed, the use of which allows to effectively form EGC of 10-11
form students in a SS.

8. The stages of ELGC of 10-11 form students formation with the use of
ICT are considered, the main ones of which are the stage of presentation of
grammatical phenomena and creation of oriented basis for further skill formation,
formation of grammatical skills by their automation in oral speech and different types
of speech and the development of speech skills.

Q. Experimental verification of the effectiveness of the method of ELGC
formation of 10 form students in a SS with the use of ICT by implementing the
proposed subsystem of exercises is conducted.

10. Methodical recommendations on the formation of ELGC of 10-11 form
students with the use of ICT are proposed. Experimental study of the process of
formation of ELGC of 10 form students of Sumy secondary school Ne 27 with the use
of ICT gives grounds to assert that the considered exercises from the given technique
of ELGC formation among pupils using ICT are effective as formation of
grammatical skills and abilities of pupilsis intensified, motivation to study increases,
conditions for development and enrichment of creative potential are created.
Therefore, it is possible to recommend the developed technique for introduction in
educational process for 10-11 form students.

Thus, the hypothesis that the effectiveness of 10-11 form students in a SS

teaching ELGC will be highly provided by the use of ICT was confirmed.
