SUMMARY

Panchenko Yelyzaveta. Development of leadership qualities by means of Scout
movement in the interwar period in the USA (20—40-ies of the XX century).

The article is devoted to the development of high school students’ leadership skills in the
context of the Scout movement history in the United States. The main attention is paid to the
period between the first and second world wars (20—40ies of the XX century), when scouting was
the most widespread. This period is called the second period of the development of the Scout
movement in the United States, or the period of broadening the narrow military-sports
orientation. The connection of the socio-political situation in the USA and the world with forms
and types of Scout organization activity is demonstrated. The conditions that contributed to the
growing influence of the non-governmental organization “Scouts of the USA” on both American
and international levels were systematized. On the basis of an analysis of the activities of
American scout organizations, the author has made the following conclusions: 1) during the
interwar period, the Scout movement became widespread in the United States and around the
world; 2) the rapid dissemination of Scout ideas was facilitated by numerous events, including
jamborees, conferences, expeditions organized locally, nationally and internationally; 3) the
dissemination of scouting was facilitated by mass media coverage of media appealing events, as
well as periodicals, booklets, methodology literature, and leaflets; 4) the organization’s growing
authority was facilitated by the patriotism of its members during the Second World War and the
post-war period, which was manifested in various actions aimed at helping the front, overcoming
the food crisis and the epidemic; 5) the success of the activities carried out by scout organizations
was facilitated by the support of the local community, governments, presidents, monarchs, and
the church; 6) the long-term influence of the Scout movement was promoted by a multilevel
management system.

SUMMARY

Chystiakova Iryna. Mechanisms of inclusive education development in foreign
countries.

Introduction. According to strategic objectives of international educational policy,
inclusive education of children with special educational needs is a continuous process of
implementing a whole range of fundamental changes aimed at promoting anti-
discrimination policy and improving the quality of education for all children in accordance
with diversity of their educational needs.

The aim of the article is to characterize the mechanisms of inclusive education
development in foreign countries.

Research methods. Study and comparative analysis of foreign and domestic
psychological-pedagogical, historical, literary sources; video materials and internet sites;
analysis, systematization and generalization of theoretical and empirical scientific material
on the problem of inclusive education in Ukrainian and foreign (English, German) languages,
which made it possible to define and characterize the main mechanisms of inclusive
education development in foreign countries.

Research results. Generalization and systematization of foreign materials allowed to
determine general basic mechanisms, which are intended to promote the efficiency of
organization of inclusive education of children with special educational needs and
improvement of institutions of general education: increasing attention to the formation and
development of inclusive culture of school, which involves acceptance and sharing of values
and principles of inclusion by all the participants in this process, awareness of the importance
of the role and responsibility of each participant in the construction of an inclusive
community; planning and implementation of a long-term plan for the development of an
inclusive school aimed at creating a common inclusive policy and practices for the inclusive
education implementation; development and use in the educational process of the individual
program of development of each child, and especially children with special educational
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needs, which promotes improvement of the quality of individualization and differentiation of
inclusive education; design and implementation of a continuous system of organization of
internal cooperation between all teachers, parents, children, specialists of interdisciplinary
branches of knowledge, aimed at creating a set of conditions that provide necessary and
timely assistance and support for all children, teachers and parents, harmonious inclusion in
all spheres of school life; use of variational education and training programs aimed at
enhancing interactions between children with special educational needs and their peers,
which contribute to the improvement of the quality of their educational, emotional, cognitive
and social competences; improving the quality of external cooperation between schools, non-
governmental organizations, social institutions and local education authorities, which
promotes guaranteed support and development of inclusive education process for children
with special educational needs, continuous professional self-improvement of teachers and
promotion of the idea of inclusion in society.

Conclusions. The study has shown that the problem of investigating current state of
inclusive education development abroad requires further research. The leading trends in
inclusive education development in foreign countries should be studied.
